Sociology of science is presented in the forefront of the discipline with a special vision of the social
world, given the unique localization of sociology in the intermediate space located between purely
empirical hypotheses and socio-philosophical theories.

The attention that the «ethos of science» — is a certain set of rules in force in the scientific
community is the main mechanism of functioning of science as a social institution producing
reliable knowledge, given that science, according to Robert Merton is set social relations. The
concept of «scientific ethos», Robert Merton, includes imperatives that make it possible to
formulate a regulatory framework for the scientific community

Thesis is grounded on the basic imperatives of the ethos of science, providing the regulatory
framework of the scientific community. They are designed to act as a guarantor of fair competition
in science, to provide professional conduct scientific basis to create appropriate conditions for
scientific discoveries like. So science is methodological and rational justification for using the
ethical and logical evidence. These excuses are correct, moral and technical regulations.
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The conclusion on the importance of theoretical and methodological guidelines and the results
of empirical research Robert Merton, which can be widely used in various knowledge areas of
public life, management decisions contribute to the development of the concept Postnonclassical
science.
