The article explores the ethical challenges of implementing artificial intelligence (Al) in education,
particularly in the interaction between educational institutions and instructors.

The importance of developing ethical standards and a
legal framework for integrating Al into the educational process is emphasized. Recommendations for mnimizing
risks and increasing educators’ trust in Al are proposed. The article is aimed at researchers, educators, and
policymakers interested in addressing the ethical issues of digital transformation in education.
