CONTRACTS

A Contract law is a central part of legal systems all over the world. It is especially important in international business, where the parties try to specify all the parts of their agreement in a clear written contract so that differences of law and custom between their countries can be avoided. In some societies people are more likely to use lawyers and courts to sort out their disagreements, and they, therefore, feel the need to have precise evidence of their agreements in the form of written contracts. For example, in the United States people are accustomed to signing written contracts connected with daily life. Some people draw up a contract with a girlfriend or boyfriend when they start living together in the hope of reducing arguments if they part later.

B  Many people think of a contract as a written agreement between people stating the exact details of promises they have made to each other. For example, when a farm agrees to supply fruit and vegetables to a supermarket, the two businesses will probably draw up a contract containing many clauses about the following: what kind of goods are to be supplied, how often and in what quantities; who is to pay for transport and unpacking; what prices are to be paid; what happens if some of the vegetables arrive in a poor condition and just what is meant by poor condition; what happens if delivery is made too late for the shop to sell the goods. The contractors will try to think of all the possible circumstances which may arise – even unlikely events such as the vegetables being stolen by a third party while they are being transported. 
C However, not all contracts are written. There are many kinds of unwritten agreements between people that the law of most countries describes as contracts. They may continue buying and selling things for years by relying on trust and common sense, and if sometimes there is a disagreement – for example, a supplier fails to deliver goods by the time he said he would – they manage to deal with the problem simply by discussion. However, if the disagreement becomes so serious that they cannot resolve it, they may decide it is necessary to take legal action. One of the most common kinds of legal action is to claim that a contract has existed and that one of them is in breach of contract (has broken the agreement). To win such an action it is necessary to show that the agreement can indeed be described as a contract. 
D There are many everyday transactions which most people never think of as contracts. When you buy a newspaper you simply pick up the paper, pay the price and walk away. But suppose something unusual happens – perhaps, you discover that the newspaper is not today’s but last week’s; there are some pages missing; or the newspaper seller charges you more money than the price written on the newspaper and tells you this is because his transport costs have increased. You may then start to think about what kind of transaction you made in buying the paper and what your rights are. In fact, the simple purchase of a newspaper can indeed be a contract: without writing down, maybe without even speaking, you agreed to buy a certain item from a certain person at a certain price. The problem with unwritten contracts is that it may be very difficult to show evidence of the agreement you made. Can you prove that you bought the newspaper where you did, and not somewhere else? Can you prove how much you paid for it? If the seller claims that you agreed to buy an old newspaper, can you disprove his claim? 
E Of course, problems of evidence can arise even when there is a detailed written agreement. It is therefore important to know just what the law considers a contract to be. In many systems of law, there is a written legal code stating exactly what is required to make a contract and what the rights and obligations of contractors are. In case law systems, there is no one code or law defining what a contract is. The law regarding contracts, in general, is to be found in judgments made by courts and even in legal textbooks. However, there are statutes which clarify the law. For example, the Unfair Contract Terms Act, passed in Britain in 1977, specifies circumstances in which a contractor may avoid being obliged by some parts of a contract.

[bookmark: _Hlk64403822]ESSENTIAL ELEMENTS OF THE CONTRACT

	English law textbooks often describe a contract as an agreement which is made between two or more parties and which is binding in law. In order to be binding in law the agreement must include an offer and an acceptance of that offer. An advertisement to sell something is not normally considered an offer. If I see an ad in a newspaper offering to sell a car, and I telephone the advertiser and agree to buy it, the seller is not obliged to sell it to me. This is because the law considers that the real offer is when I contract the seller asking to buy the car. The seller may then decide whether to accept or reject my offer. This is the reason a store does not have to sell you goods it displays for sale. (If the seller does accept then one important element of a contract has been made, and if the other elements exist the seller may have an obligation to the buyer.)
	The parties must agree to contract on certain terms – that is, they must know what they are agreeing to. They must have intended to be legally bound; there would be no contract if for example, they were just joking when they made the agreement. This is supported by a case decided in 1605 (Weeks vs. Tybald) when a man joked that he would pay money to any man who would marry his daughter. 
	And valuable consideration must have been given by the person to whom a promise was made. In this case, consideration is a legal word to describe something a person has given, or done, or agreed not to do, when making the contract.
What is valuable consideration? The principle behind this phrase is that the law will not enforce an empty promise. For example, if a man offers to wash my car for $10 and I accept, but he goes away and never washes it, I will probably not be able to make him keep his promise unless I have already paid the $10. This is because I have given no consideration: I have not done anything or lost anything because of his offer. However, even if I haven’t paid, I may still have given some kind of valuable consideration. For example, perhaps I left the car at home because of his offer to wash it and took a taxi to work. In this case a court might consider that there was an enforceable contract. As a result, I would be able to compel the man either to wash the car or to pay me the taxi fare I had spent. In the 1960 case of Chappel vs. the chocolate manufacturers Nestle, it was decided that valuable consideration could be of as little value as the used chocolate wrappers which Nestle asked people to send to them in return for a free record.

	One very important form of consideration is an agreement not to sue someone. For example, my neighbour makes so much noise that I cannot sleep at night. I have the right to take legal action against her but I agree not to do so because she offers to take my mother on vacation. If she them fails to take my mother on vacation she is breaking a contract with me and I could choose to take action against her either for breach of contract, or for the original tort. In making my choice, I would consider which action would be of most benefit to me.
	Most systems of law have similar requirements about offer and acceptance, legal intention, and consideration. They also consider the capacity of the contractors; that is, whether they were legally entitled to contract. In English law there are some special rules if one of the contracts is a company, rather than an individual, under the age of 18, or insane. Legal systems have rules for interpreting contracts in which one or more contractors made a mistake or was pressured or tricked into making an agreement, and rules for dealing with illegal contracts. For example, under English law a contractor cannot enforce an agreement against another party if the agreement was to commit a crime!

HOW TO DRAW UP COMMERCIAL CONTRACTS
All written contracts should include some basic information about you and the hirer (the parties to the contract) e.g. names and business addresses, statement about your status as a contractor, signatures. 
Every contract should include a description of the agreed work to do or the result to achieve. This should be as detailed as necessary to make it clear.
You may have already discussed the work with the hirer or done similar work for them in the past. However, it’s still important to set out all the relevant information about the work in the contract. Otherwise, there might be confusion later. If the contract contains a complete description of the tasks, you’ll be able to refer to it and check what must be done.
Generally, state what the required service or expected result is. You don’t need to detail how it will be done. Giving directions on how to perform the work is more like an employment relationship than a contracting relationship.
Despite this general rule, the type of service or expected result may make it necessary to provide some directions. For example, a builder is not simply asked to build a house. They are asked to build it according to drawings and specifications. But the hirer does not tell the builder how to mix cement. The contractor still retains a high degree of control over the work.
The two most widely used methods of payment are fixed fees and hourly or daily rates. Details about how these fees are calculated should be clearly set out in the contract.
You can set up the timing of payment under fixed-fee contracts in a number of ways:
· Full payment when the work is completed, 
· Progress payments (payments by milestones, results and/or instalments).
· Part payment up front, the rest paid on completion.

DAMAGES AND THE OTHER REMEDIES

The usual award is damages – monetary compensation. The court must be satisfied that there was a contract, that one party is in breach, and that the other party has suffered some loss because of the breach. In addition to financial loss a plaintiff sometimes tries to claim damages for mental distress caused by the breach of contract. Such claims are less successful in Britain than in the U.S., except for holiday contracts (though often successful in tort actions).
[bookmark: _Hlk61951287]A court will award damages only for loss closely connected with the defendant’s breach. For example, in the 1494 English case of Victoria Laundry vs. Newman Industries, the defendants were five months late in delivering a new boiler for the laundry. The laundry claimed damages first for profits they would probably have made by being able to increase their regular laundry customers if they had the boiler on time; and second, for profits they might have made if the boiler had enabled them to take on new dyeing contracts. The courts decided that the first claim was reasonable, but that the second was too remote. Remoteness is an important concept in both contract and tort.
[bookmark: _Hlk61951740]In deciding just how much in damages to award, English and American courts try to put the plaintiff into the same financial position that he would have been in if the defendant had carried out the contract properly. For example, in the example mentioned before of a man offering to wash my car and then failing to do so, the court would note that if the contract had been performed, I would have a clean car and would not have spent money on a taxi fare. On the other hand, I would not have the $10 I agreed to pay the man, nor the value of the gas I would have used in driving my car that day.
[bookmark: _Hlk61952932]Other remedies. Instead of damages, a plaintiff sometimes asks the court to force the other contractor to carry out the contract. In English law this is called specific performance. The court will not agree to do this if it causes hardship to the defendant, however, or if it is no longer possible or practical to carry out the contract. Sometimes the court decides to award damages instead of specific performance, and sometimes it awards both.

And sometimes it is difficult to find a criminal law which covers a tortuous act. For example, simply entering land without the owner’s permission is not a crime in English law. It is, however, the tort of trespass. The police cannot take any action unless the trespasser commits certain crimes such as displacing the legal occupier and refusing to leave, threatening violence, or damaging property. In order to prevent trespass or to get compensation for any inconvenience caused, the occupier will therefore have to start a civil action in tort.

Beyond the mere function of providing a new generation of children, the family is often promoted for its moral contribution to society. In some societies the family is thought to be so important that there is very little legal intervention in family life. In many Islamic countries, for example, fathers, brothers and sons are allowed considerable authority over the females in their family. As late as the 1970s, the male head of the household in Switzerland was deemed to represent the interests of everyone within that household, and, consequently, none of the women could vote in national elections.

Rights and Responsibilities
If you are married, or if you have been in a common-law relationship for two years or more, you have legal rights and responsibilities about caring for children and caring for each other.
Right to Access. In some cases, one parent will have sole custody. In this arrangement, the child lives with one parent most of the time. The responsibilities for taking care of the child and making decisions about the child belong to that parent (also referred to as the custodial parent). The other parent, however, still has access to the child and the right to certain important information about the child such as medical information. Custodial parents must act in accordance to the Divorce Act. This means that they must act in a way that encourages the child in his or her relationship with the other parent. More information about parenting arrangements can be found on the Department of Justice website.
Child Support. The law says that both parents must support their children financially, even when the marriage breaks down. In BC, this legal responsibility to support a child usually lasts until your child is 19. If your child remains a dependent after that age, the obligation may continue.
If a child is living with one parent, the other parent usually must pay support money. Parents must follow rules called the Child Support Guidelines. The Guidelines help set a fair amount of support for children. The Guidelines consider such things as how much money the parent makes and how many children need support. The Child Support Guidelines make sure that children continue to benefit from the financial means of both parents.
When you are deciding on how much financial support the child needs, you must follow the Child Support Guidelines, at a minimum. If you and the other parent can’t agree, you may have to go to court, where a judge will apply the Child Support Guidelines.

WHY FATHERS WANT TO LOOK AFTER THE BABY (YES, REALLY)
One of the most extensive surveys of fathers has now shown that, far from the stereotype, most men would like to share childcare duties with their partners or wives.
The survey made by the Equal Opportunities Commission shows a modern type of father: the New Dad. He takes part in day-to-day childcare and does not mind helping with the vacuuming and washing-up - if only when his partner asks him to. The EOC interviewed sixty-four fathers and their partners about their home and work life. Most fathers agreed that it was important to “be there” for their children for key events such as school sports day, their first appearance in the school play and for at least one meal a day. Many agreed that parenting classes would be a good way to give them more confidence around the home.
Based on the survey results, four types of fathers were defined, from the traditional type of dad to the perfect New Dad, who is as much involved in taking care of the children as the mother. The survey found that the majority of men were somewhere between these two types.
In the first category comes Enforcer Dad, the old-fashioned disciplinarian who does not see himself as • involved in the day-to-day care of his children. He sees his responsibilities as setting clear limits for them and being a role model. Most fathers do not see this as their only role.
The two biggest categories are Entertainer Dad and Useful Dad. Entertainer Dad is at his best keeping his children laughing while his partner gets on with household chores and arranging the children's school and extra activities. Useful Dad is willing to help out around the house, even though he expects the mother to be the 'team leader' in all things domestic.
Finally, and probably every woman's dream is Fully Involved Dad. He is equally engaged in running the home and the family, and sees the role of the father and the mother as practically identical. Fully Involved Dads adjust their work arrangements to their partners' professional duties. “I do have definite childcare commitments,” said one father in this category. “There are certain times or occasions where it is non-negotiable and I just leave the office on time.”
Julie Mellor, chairwoman of the EOC, said that fathers were still not given enough flexibility at work and mothers would feel fully supported only if employers treated (and paid) both sexes equally. “Mums and dads should be able to choose how they want to share the responsibilities of bringing up children and working outside the home” she said. “But until we have equal pay, decent childcare and more opportunities to work flexible hours, many fathers will continue to find it hard to be there for their children and many women will continue to be disadvantaged at work. This is not necessarily the best solution for parents, children or employers. Equality at work or home depends on both mums’ and dads’ family responsibilities being acknowledged,” Mellor said.

ROLE PREPARATION
Family Trials are different from both criminal and civil trials in that they revolve mainly around the divorce or separation of a married or common law couple, and involve issues related to:
Child custody and access
Spousal and child support
Division of family assets
Treatment of a matrimonial home 
Enforcement of child support payments 
Child protection
Adoption
Students choose any situations which are connected with above-mentioned issues.
Who will you see in the courtroom?
When you enter the courtroom, you may see all or some of the following people:
Student 1 – Judge: In a courtroom (or a motions room), the judge will be sitting on the elevated platform called a Bench. His or her formal title is Mr Justice X or Madam Justice Y, but you may refer to the judge as Your Honour. The judge will be wearing a black gown with a red sash.
[bookmark: _Hlk61863297]Student 2 – Court Clark: Sitting near and below the Judge’s Bench is the Court Registrar. He or she wears a black gown. The Court Registrar hands material to the judge and keeps the records of the court organized. Any exhibits or documents to be given to the judge are to be handed to the Court Registrar. Court Clerk helps the judge to make sure that the trial runs smoothly.
Student 3 and 4 – Lawyers: Below the Judge’s Bench there is a bar that divides the courtroom. The public normally sits behind the bar and lawyers normally sit in front of it. Lawyers will be wearing black gowns.
Role Preparation for Applicant and Respondent Lawyers
[bookmark: _Hlk61862988]As the applicant’s lawyer you represent the party who is starting the case.
As the respondent’s lawyer you represent the person who is responding to the
applicant’s case.
[bookmark: _Hlk61863146]During the trial, lawyers for both sides will:
• Make opening and closing statements;
• Conduct direct examination of your own witnesses; 
• Conduct cross-examinations of the other side’s witnesses.
What is an opening statement?
The opening statement gives a brief overview of your case.
How to prepare an opening statement:
• Thoroughly review the application, the response and your witnesses’ fact
sheets.
• Select which facts should be included in the opening statement. Include the
central facts to your case that are not likely to be challenged by the other
side.
• Stick to the facts. The facts are what will paint the picture for the judge.
• The purpose of an opening statement is to tell the judge what they will hear
in the course of the trial. It is best to stick to uncontested facts.
• When giving the opening arguments, try to speak in short, clear sentences.
Be brief and to the point.
• Have notes handy to refresh your memory.
• Remember that the opening statement is very brief but gives an overview of
your case.
How to prepare for direct examination:
• Write down all the things that your side is trying to prove.
• Read the witness’ testimony carefully, several times over.
• Make a list of all the facts in the witness’ testimony that help your case.
• Put a star beside the most important facts that you must make sure that your
witness talks about. For example, an important fact for the Applicant might
be that your witness saw the event at issue first-hand.
• Create questions to ask the witness that will help the witness tell a story:
 Start with questions that will let the witness tell the court who s/he is:
“What is your name? What do you do? How long have you worked in that job?
Do you have children? If so, what are their names and ages?”
Move to the events in question:
“Do you have a good relationship with your child? If not, why not?”
Move to more specific questions:
“Why don’t you have a good relationship with your child?”
How to prepare for cross-examination:
• Make a list of all the facts in the witness’ testimony that help your case.
• Put a star beside the facts you must make the witness talk about and get the
witness to admit those facts.
• If there are a lot of facts that don’t help your case, can you find a way to challenge the witness’ credibility? For example, can you show that the witness
made a mistake or has a reason for not telling the truth?
• All of your questions should be leading. You don’t want to give the witness a
chance to explain. You just want the witnesses to answer “yes” or “no.”
• Depending on what the witnesses’ say you might need to come up with different questions on the spot during the trial, to make sure you cover everything.
What is a closing statement?
• This is your last opportunity to communicate to the judge. 
• The closing statement should logically and forcefully summarize your side’s position and the legal arguments/reasons why you are entitled to win (i.e. to get what it is you are asking for).
Role Preparation for Judge
A judge’s role is to:
• Be a referee and explain the law to the jury or to the parties.
• Make procedural rulings.
• If a lawyer objects to a question by another lawyer, decide whether or not the
witness must answer the question.
• At the end of the trial, summarize what the law and evidence are relating to
this case.

SITUATION IN THE SPHERE OF THE TORT
In Ukraine in 2010 while in the trading hall of a shoe store, a woman fell on a wet floor and was disabled for life: a fracture of the right femur, osteochondrosis of the cervical spine, chronic anemia. The retail chain to which the store belonged did not even think of reaching an agreement with the victim, and as they say, "sent to court, because it is usually your right."
The victim's position was imperfect in this case.
From the very beginning, the plaintiff did not inform the public authority about the accident, which does not comply with the provisions of the Procedure for Investigation and Accounting of Non-Production Accidents. This should be done to victims in such cases.
Back in 2010, cameras were not on all phones, so it was not possible to photograph the wet floor. Thus, the process of proving a traumatic fall is more difficult to prove due to the negligence of store cleaners. It should be emphasized that cleaning in the trading halls should take place with the appropriate warning of visitors to the institution.
In this case, the fact of a freshly washed wet floor, which is unacceptable without a warning sign, was proved by the testimony of witnesses. In contrast to the plaintiff's witnesses, witnesses of the store, who had an employment relationship with the defendant, were questioned in court. Unlike the trial court, the appellate court CRITICALLY assessed the testimony of such witnesses.

Conditional Sentences
There are four types of conditional sentences. It’s important to use the correct structure for each of these different conditional sentences because they express varying meanings. Pay attention to verb tense when using different conditional modes.
Use a comma after the if-clause when the if-clause precedes the main clause

How to Use Zero Conditional Sentences
Zero conditional sentences express general truths – situations in which one thing always causes another. When you use a zero conditional, you’re talking about a general truth rather than a specific instance of something. Consider the following examples:
If you don’t brush your teeth, you get cavities.
When people smoke cigarettes, their health suffers.
There are a couple of things to take note of in the above sentences in which the zero conditional is used. 
First, when using the zero conditional, the correct tense to use in both clauses is the simple present tense. 
A common mistake is to use the simple future tense.
When people smoke cigarettes, their health will suffer.
Secondly, notice that the words if and when can be used interchangeably in these zero conditional sentences. This is because the outcome will always be the same, so it doesn’t matter “if” or “when” it happens.

How to Use First Conditional Sentences
First conditional sentences are used to express situations in which the outcome is likely (but not guaranteed) to happen in the future. Look at the examples below:
If you rest, you will feel better.
If you set your mind to a goal, you’ll eventually achieve it.
Note that we use the simple present tense in the if-clause and simple future tense in the main clause – that is, the clause that expresses the likely outcome. This is how we indicate that under a certain condition (as expressed in the if-clause), a specific result will likely happen in the future. Examine some of the common mistakes people make using the first conditional structure:
If you will rest, you will feel better.
If you rest, you will feel better.

How to Use Second Conditional Sentences
Second conditional sentences are useful for expressing outcomes that are completely unrealistic or will not likely happen in the future. Consider the examples below:
If I inherited a billion dollars, I would travel to the moon.
If I owned a zoo, I might let people interact with the animals more.
Notice the correct way to structure second conditional sentences is to use the simple past tense in the if-clause and an auxiliary modal verb (e.g., could, should, would, might) in the main clause (the one that expresses the unrealistic or unlikely outcome). The following sentences illustrate a couple of the common mistakes people make when using the second conditional:
If I inherit a billion dollars, I would travel to the moon.

How to Use Third Conditional Sentences
Third conditional sentences are used to explain that present circumstances would be different if something different had happened in the past. Look at the following examples:
If you had told me you needed a ride, I would have left earlier.
If I had cleaned the house, I could have gone to the movies.
These sentences express a condition that was likely enough, but did not actually happen in the past. The speaker in the first sentence was capable of leaving early, but did not. Along these same lines, the speaker in the second sentence was capable of cleaning the house, but did not. These are all conditions that were likely, but regrettably did not happen.
Note that when using the third conditional, we use the past perfect (i.e., had + past participle) in the if-clause. The modal auxiliary (would, could, should, etc.) + have + past participle in the main clause expresses the theoretical situation that could have happened.
Consider these common mistakes when applying the third conditional:
If you would have told me you needed a ride, I would have left earlier.

RELATIVE CLAUSES

Relative clauses are introduced with 
a) relative
pronoun (who(m), which, whose, that) 
 b) adverbs (when, where, why).
We use: 
♦ vho/that to refer to people. 
♦ to refer to objects or animals.
Who/which/that can be omitted when it is the object of the relative clause; that is, when there is a noun or subject pronoun between the relative pronoun and the verb. It cannot be on when it is the subject of the relative clause. We can use whom instead of who when it is the object of the relative clause. Whom is not often used in everyday English.
I saw a friend (who/whom/that) I hadn’t seen for years. 
(Who/whom/that is the object, therefore it can be omitted.)
 b) I met a woman.\She\was from Japan.
I met a woman who/that was from Japan. 
(Who/that is the subject, therefore it cannot be omitted.)

♦ whose instead of possessive adjectives (my, your, his, etc.) with people, objects and animals in order to show possession.
 e.g.  That's the boy whose bicycle was stolen yesterday. 
That's the building whose windows were smashed.

♦ We usually avoid using prepositions before relative pronouns.
 e.g. a) The person to whom the money will be entrusted must be reliable, (formal English -unusual structure).
 b) The chair that you are sitting on is an antique, (usual structure). 
c) The chair you are sitting on is an antique, (everyday English). 

♦ Which can refer back to a whole clause. 
e.g. He helped me do the washing-up. That was kind of him.
He helped me do the washing-up, which was kind of him. 
(Which refers back to the whole clause. That is, it refers to the fact that he helped the speaker do the washing-up.)

♦ That is never used after a comma or preposition. 
e.g. a) The Chinese vase, which is on the coffee table, is very expensive. 
b) The bank in which the money was deposited is across the street. 


IDENTIFYING RELATIVE CLAUSES AND 
NON-IDENTIFYING RELATIVE CLAUSES

♦There are two types of relative clause: identifying relative clauses and non-identifying relative clauses.

An identifying relative clause gives necessary information and is essential to the meaning of the main sentence. It is not put in commas. A non-identifying relative clause gives extra information and is not essential to the meaning of the main sentence. It is put in commas.

Identifying relative clauses are introduced with: 

♦ who, which, that. They can be omitted if they are the object of the relative clause. e.g. a) People are prosecuted. (Which people? We don't know. The meaning of the sentence is not clear.) People who/that lie in court are prosecuted. (Which people? Those who lie in court. The meaning of the sentence is clear.)
Non-identifying relative clauses are introduced with:
 ♦ who, whom, which. They cannot be omitted or replaced by that.
 e.g. a) Jenny Ladd is my favourite author. (The meaning of the sentence is clear.) Jenny Ladd, who has written a lot of successful books, is my favourite author.

UNIT 1
TYPES OF THE CONTRACT
A contract is an agreement between two or more parties to perform a service, provide a product or commit to an act and is enforceable by law. There are several types of contracts, and each has specific terms and conditions.
What is a Contract?
When a salesperson asks you to sign on the dotted line, it is important to understand the contents of the agreement you are signing. After all, the agreement you are entering into is a contract!
A contract is a written or expressed agreement between two parties to provide a product or service. There are essentially six elements of a contract that make it a legal and binding document.
In order for a contract to be enforceable, it must contain:
An offer that specifically details exactly what will be provided
Acceptance, which is the agreement by the other party to the offer presented
Consideration, money or something of interest being exchanged between the parties
Capacity of the parties in terms of age and mental ability
The intent of both parties to carry out their promise
Legally enforceable terms and conditions, also called object of the contract
In other words, a contract is enforceable when both parties agree to something, back the promise up with money or something of value, both are in sound mind and intend to carry out their promise and what they promise to do is within the law.
Most commonly, a contract is written and signed by the parties. However, there are several other types of contracts that are considered enforceable. There are even some that are not considered enforceable and serve only as a way for a court to determine the obligation on the part of either party.
Express Contract
You'll likely be a party to contracts in your everyday routine. Everything from eating at a restaurant to buying a home includes some form of a contract. The following are some of the most common contracts that are used.
An express contract is the most common contract type. In this type of contract, all elements are specifically stated. This can be written or done orally. Either way, offer, acceptance and consideration must bind the parties together legally. And both parties must clearly understand the terms and conditions each is agreeing to.
When Josie Aurora decided to rent an apartment from Landlord Whistler, she signed a lease. In the lease, it stated the amount of the rent, the length of the lease and what amenities are included in the rent. Josie gave Whistler a down payment equal to one month's rent to secure the apartment, signed the agreement and Whistler handed over the keys and rights to occupy the place for a period of time written into the lease agreement. Josie and Whistler entered into an expressed contract for the rental of an apartment. 
An oral contract works the same way. In an oral contract, like negotiating the price of a new car, the parties agree on a set price, a monthly payment schedule if applicable and any warranties or guaranties included in the offer. Once acceptance is made and consideration is exchanged, the contract for the vehicle is binding and enforceable. As long as both parties uphold their promise, the car cannot be returned at a later date, nor can the salesman request the car back from the new owner.
Implied In-Fact Contract
Not every contract is as transparent as an expressed contract. An implied in-fact contract binds parties together through a mutual agreement and intent, but there are no expressed terms of the agreement. The agreement holds mutual intention based on facts and circumstances and a reasonable assumption from the circumstances and relations between the parties. For an implied in-fact contract to be enforceable, there are a few elements that must be present:
An unambiguous offer and acceptance
Mutuality of both parties to be bound to the contract
Consideration
The elements can be determined by the behaviours of the parties. For example, when a guest orders a steak at a restaurant, it is assumed that the steak will be cooked and served to the guest's liking and the guest has every intention of paying for the meal.
Implied In-Law Contract
An implied in-law contract, also known as a quasi-contract, works differently. In this type of contract, the elements are not specifically written or expressed. In fact, this type of contract is used as a remedy in a situation when one party to the quasi-agreement received unjust enrichment resulting from not paying for a product or service rendered. This sounds confusing but it really boils down to this - if a product or service is rendered to a party without paying, it becomes inequitable for the rendering party.

UNIT 2 
ESSENTIAL ELEMENTS
Elements of a contract. Before we talk about the elements of the contract, first we have to understand exactly what a contract is. And actually, a contract it's very simple. It's a promise. When you hear the word contract, think of the word "promise," but it's a promise that is legally enforceable under the law. And if there's a breach, then the law will allow a remedy for that breach. So that's what a contract is. It's a legally enforceable promise. Now we're going to be talking about elements of a contract here. And another word introductory word here is that different writers, different textbooks, different legal sources, commentators will express the elements of a contract in different ways.
So this is one of the sets of elements of contracts I think is all-encompassing, and this is the list of elements that I teach. First of all, first element is going to be capacity. That means that that the person making the promise has to be of necessary proper age, usually 18, to be able to lawfully be held to the promise that they make. There's another aspect to capacity, and that is this mental element, that they must be a sound mind. And of course these two elements relate to natural persons. When we talk about capacity regarding artificial persons like in which we call entities like corporations, partnerships, limited liability companies, so forth and even executors and trustees and guardians and agents in general, those folks enter into contracts too but we don't worry about or concern ourselves with age or mental capacity, therefore, capacity for this capacity element, but rather "authority." Do the people that enter into the contract on behalf of the corporation or the partnership, do they have authority? Are they authorized to do that? So that's our first element, capacity. Our second element is offer. In fact, let's just take a quick look at this board.
Offer, acceptance, consideration. These three elements are what are generally viewed as the classical elements of a contract. But of course we're adding in this presentation we're adding consideration of some other elements as well. 
So let's take these one by one. In addition to capacity on the previous board, we've got offer, an offer to make a contract. 
What's an offer?
Well the Restatement on Contracts says that an offer is a manifestation of willingness to enter into a bargain, manifestation of a willingness to enter into a bargain so made as to justify the other person that their assent is invited. And that if they assent to the offer, and we're talking about acceptance here, if they assent to the offer then that concludes the bargain. They got a deal. So that's what an offer is. "I want to do a deal with you." And you manifest that in some way. 
All right once you have an offer then our next element that we look for is acceptance of that offer. And that acceptance under classical common-law is that that it has to be unconditional willingness to be bound by that offer; unconditional. And in some places we even see the term "mirror-image," that whatever the acceptance is has to be a mirror image of the offer, exactly. The offeror says "I'll sell you my car for a thousand," acceptance is "I will buy your car for $1,000" and that's mirror image so you have to have that acceptance. 

UNIT 3
DAMAGES
Contracts are common in everyday business practice. Unfortunately, many business contracts are unsuccessful. Frequently, a contracting party fails to fulfil, or completely perform, the contract.
A breach of contract claim is a common type of civil lawsuit. This type of lawsuit will arise when one contracting party fails to uphold the obligations due under the contract. When one party breaches the contract, the other party is often referred to as the innocent party. The innocent party can file a lawsuit and seek a legal remedy. A legal remedy is the method by which the court attempts to bring justice to, or compensate, the innocent party.
Often, the legal remedy for a breach of contract claim will include an award of damages. A damage award is money ordered to be paid as compensation for the injury or loss. There are several different types of money damages, and several different methods that the courts use to calculate damages.
Expectation Damages. The type of damages awarded in a lawsuit depends on the type of claim. For a breach of contract claim, the court will normally award expectation damages. These are damages awarded to compensate the loss of future income. This is a different type of damage award than money that is awarded for an actual, concrete and definite loss. Expectation damages are awarded to cover the amount that the innocent party reasonably anticipated under the contract. This amount is often speculative.
For example, let's say that you and I make a contract. I'm an accountant and you hire me to conduct an audit of your business finances. I'm scheduled to be in your office, reviewing your records, for an entire week. You're going to pay me $4,000. We schedule the audit to start next Monday.
On Monday morning, just as I'm leaving for your office, you call me to cancel. I now have a breach of contract claim against you. I expected to make $4,000 this week, and now I don't have any work scheduled for the week. My expectation damages for your breach of contract are, therefore, $4,000.
My damages are simple to calculate, because we had a contract for a definite fee. I reasonably anticipated $4,000, but sometimes the damages aren't that easy to calculate.

UNIT 4
TORTS 
A tort is a wrongful act, other than a breach of contract, that results in injury to another party's person, property, dignity, or reputation, and which is recognized by statute or common law as a legitimate basis for liability. In other words, tort is the law of civil wrongs. Now, this definition raises some important distinctions that are worth addressing before we move on. Civil or criminal cases, common law or statutory law, tort or contract.
Let's go through these one by one. Civil or criminal cases.
Like contracts and property, tort law provides for civil rather than criminal liability. There are some crucial distinctions here having to do with. 
One, who the parties are plaintiff as opposed to prosecutor.
Two, what the possible outcomes are liable as opposed to guilty.
Three, the applicable standard of proof preponderance as opposed to beyond a reasonable doubt.
Four, the consequences for the defendant civil damages as opposed to criminal penalties.
And five, the procedural rules that apply-- civil procedure as opposed to criminal procedure. First, torts are disputes between private parties. In a tort action, the injured plaintiff brings suit against the defendant for damages, whereas in a criminal action, the prosecutor, acting on behalf of the government, charges the defendant with a crime. The injuries on which a claim of tort liability is based might also form the basis of a criminal action. But the two cases would be initiated by different parties, and would proceed separately.
For example, O.J. Simpson was tried by a prosecutor on two counts of murder--People of the State of California v. Simpson-- and acquitted... AKA, found not guilty. He was also sued by the families of Nicole Brown Simpson and Ron Goldman for wrongful death-- Goldman v. Simpson-- and found liable. 
In some, criminal cases are the people represented by the prosecutor v. defendant, and tort suits are plaintiff v. defendant.
Second, notice that the possible outcomes are also different. In criminal cases, the defendant is found guilty or not guilty. In tort suits, the defendant is liable or not liable. 
Third, the standard of proof is different. In a criminal case, the standard of proof is beyond a reasonable doubt, but in a civil case, the standard of proof, with a few narrow exceptions, is a preponderance of the evidence.

UNIT 5
THE BASICS OF DEFAMATION
