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Almost every day, the army of the russian army terrorizes the civilian population
in many regions of our country. Since the beginning of the full-scale invasion, tens of
thousands of civilians have been killed, a huge number of critical infrastructure
facilities, educational institutions, etc., have been destroyed. In addition, irreparable
damage has been caused to ecological objects, and some territories have become
uninhabitable.

This problem requires the urgent development of a set of effective mechanisms
to ensure the protection of the population as well as its life support systems. It is worth
noting that in practice, effective implementation of civil defense measures is
impossible without establishing trust in the authorities. The civilian population must
feel protected, and ensuring this feeling is the primary task of the state. An important
step for achieving the above-mentioned tasks is prompt response to emergency
situations [1]. This, in turn, requires ensuring constant proper contact between the
authorities and the country's population. This is absolutely necessary for informing the
population about potential and actual threats, providing action algorithms during
emergency situations, preventing panic, etc.

In today's conditions, effective communication should be established using the
entire set of available tools and mechanisms [2]. In addition to radio and television,
mass media, printed publications, the possibilities of numerous social networks and
communities, bloggers, gadgets and other modern means must be involved. Separately,
it is necessary to work with the population on highlighting the importance of the ability
to provide first aid and knowledge of action algorithms during evacuation measures. It
is also necessary to emphasize the importance of having an “alarm bag” and actions
during the “air alarm” signal. The civil defense system of Ukraine, being in modern
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security conditions, must quickly respond to challenges and needs to strengthen its
capabilities in the conditions of the legal regime of martial law. This process is
extremely complex and requires significant material and human resources, but it is
vital. The main areas of adaptation of the civil defense system to complex modern
conditions can be considered [3]:

e implementation of innovative methods of forecasting emergency situations
using artificial intelligence;

¢ use of new approaches to increase the infrastructure's resilience to negative
consequences;

e integration of modern emergency notification systems into the everyday life of
Ukrainians;

e increasing the mobility of civil defense subjects under conditions of increased
danger and compliance with all security measures;

e improvement and expansion of the system of training the population for
actions in various emergency situations, especially those caused by armed aggression;

e active involvement of volunteer organizations in work in the field of civil
defense;

e strengthening international cooperation with organizations and member states
of the EU and NATO.

The development and improvement of civil defense is an important duty of the
state, which forms a security environment to protect its population, territories,
environment and material values from the negative consequences of emergency
situations. This task is complicated by the constant changes in the nature of threats.
What was considered safe yesterday may be risky today and critical tomorrow.
Effective and timely response to the consequences of emergency situations and
reducing the manifestation of negative consequences requires the state to make
significant investments in:

e improvement of the legal framework;

e introduction of the latest modern technologies;

¢ conducting information and educational campaigns;

¢ development and strengthening of infrastructure;

e provision of sufficient means and resources;

e increasing the level of knowledge and skills of the population on issues of
security in the conditions of war;

e coordination between state bodies, the private sector and public organizations;

e exchange of experience and best practices in the field of security both within
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the country and with specialists from abroad.
