Social mobilization of the Ukrainian population of Chelm, Podlasie and Volyn
regions in the 1918-1930s

Events of 2013-2014 years — Revolution of Dignity and beginning of the
Ukrainian-Russian war clearly demonstrated the necessity of a strong civil society. In
times when the central government and the army were unable to maintain the situation
and react to the challenges volunteer movement took their place. This was manifested
in creating volunteer battalions, supplying the army by NGOs and common people,
helping with IPDs, etc. All of this was possible only because of the strength of social
mobilization of Ukrainians.

The cohesion of the community around the solution of the problem is the key to
avoiding internal contradictions, which only facilitates its effective resolution. At the
same time, citizens' awareness of the importance of solving a particular problem,
understanding that such actions are aimed at achieving the well-being of the whole
community or its parts, can be an incentive not only for the general approval of local
authorities' actions, but also for active involvement of the residents in specific activities
(3a pen. Ierpyurenko, 2014).

Therefore, the search and implementation of various forms of direct community
involvement in local self-government can greatly contribute to the development of
local communities. One form of community involvement in local government is social
mobilization, an ancient tool for mobilizing people for a particular social, political,
religious, or another purpose. In each country, there are many precedents when people
united and solved their pressing problems together, and took development initiatives
(Canosenko, MacnoBeska, Cepena, Tumouxko, 2011).

Social mobilization is the active involvement of all segments of the population
in solving priority social, economic and environmental problems of local importance.
Social mobilization brings together all segments of society (men, women, youth, the

poor/the rich, the private sector, local government, civil society, educational



institutions) in the form of partnerships for the common purpose and leads to active
community participation in local development (CamoBenko, MacmoBcska, Cepena,
Tumouko, 2011).

The issue of social mobilization is only gaining momentum, but many scholars
involved in community development have come to the conclusion that community
development is not possible without public participation. G. Haughton argues that
long-term recovery requires a «return to the community», where the community itself
plays a major role (Haughton, 2002). S. Aaronovitch, one of the pioneers of economic
development, states: «We have nowhere to go from self-help» (3a pen. Ilerpymenko,
2014). Ross and McRoby emphasize that community economic development is a
process by which communities can initiate and defend their own shared economic
needs, thereby enhancing the long-term potential of communities and stimulating the
integration of economic, social and environmental challenges (3a pex. Tlerpymenko,
2014).

J. Rothman suggests that community change can take place through a «public
participation» model. According to this concept, the population should be mobilized
for joint planning, decision-making, partnerships with local governments to address
social and economic problems in the community. Important points of this model are
the principles of democracy, voluntary involvement, self-help, planning and
community education (3a pen. Ilerpymenko, 2014). Swak and Mason say:
«Community economic development is aimed at changing the structure of the
community and building permanent institutions in the community. As a result, the
community is beginning to play a more active role than institutions outside the
community, and community residents are increasingly involved in controlling its
resources» (3a pexn. Ilerpymenko, 2014).

Powerful community development research is being carried out by universities
in Ukraine, integrated into the Sustainable Local Development Education Network,
through collaboration with the EU/UNDP Joint Community-Based Local Development

Project.



Therefore, the method of social mobilization can be used to solve everyday
issues, but it requires the involvement of different structures (public, local self-
government, entrepreneurs) and only with the establishment of their interaction is
possible sustainable development of the territory. The need for this partnership in the
form of «power - the public — business» can be observed not only on our own but also
on foreign experience.

Successful social mobilization should pay attention to the following factors,
which are crucial for the idea to produce results: people's wishes; the interest and nature
of the participants (according to the local situation, non-involvement, objectivity, and
desire to serve the community); a supportive environment or relationships with
development organizations.

The main idea of the paper is to show that at certain historical circumstances
active social mobilization of the local community can be turned into the military
mobilization of the common people. There is an excellent example in the Ukrainian
history that illustrates such process — socio-political life of Ukrainians of Chelm,
Podlasie and Volyn regions in 1918-1930s when these territories were part of Second
Polish Republic in the interwar period.

In fact, as part of the newly recreated Polish state, the Ukrainians of the Chelm
and Podlasie region were in completely different conditions than the Ukrainians of
Galicia. Ethnic changes of the early twentieth century, a special attitude of the Polish
authorities, and some separation from the politically active Galicia led to the creation
of a unique Ukrainian region in the structure of the Second Polish Commonwealth.

Notwithstanding all this, in the first years after the end of World War I, an
increasing number of re-emigrants returned home. However, their situation was
extremely difficult: the lands were devastated by the war, since the front had traversed
this territory at least 2 times; the homes of Ukrainians were either destroyed or Poles
settled there; abandoned property was also requisitioned; there was almost no work and

the local government was in no hurry to help solve these problems.
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Because the local Polish authorities at that time were incapable and often did not
want to help the local Ukrainians, the only option to survive was to become a self-
organized and to create numerous non-government initiatives to solve urgent issues.

By their kind of activity, these societies were primarily aimed at providing law
and economic assistance to Ukrainian re-immigrants and victims of World War I. Clear
analogies can be drawn with the current volunteer movement that has been active in
Ukraine since 2014.

The most prominent among the local activists were A. Vasynchuk, a former
UNR government representative in the territory of the Chelm region and, later, a
minister for repatriation in Rivne and Volyn. Together with the German, Austro-
Hungarian representatives and the International Red Cross, he formed a repatriation
commission in Kovel®. During this commission, he actively cooperated not only with
Germans and Ukrainians but also with Poles and Jews who sought to achieve the same
goal - helping to bring their own citizens back home.

After the final transfer of Chelm and Podlasie region to Polish jurisdiction in
1918 and the German administration's departure to the Ukrainian administrations, he
decided to stay and open his own trade bureau, which dealt with the resale of
agricultural products. At this time, A. Vasynchuk could try to help the Ukrainian
repatriates, especially in difficult legal issues and cooperation with the Polish
authorities.

However, the strength of one person was not enough to resolve such complex
issues, and he began seeking help, primarily, from the local Orthodox intelligentsia.
Unfortunately, most of its representatives were former imperial bureaucrats who held
a frankly pro-Russian stance. Despite this, he managed to organize a small group of
people (about 50 people). Mostly they were teachers of parish Orthodox schools and
so-called literacy schools (Zaporowski, 1990). That is why the first issue that this group
began to address was the problem of Ukrainian schooling and religion.

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In order to carry out this activity and in general to assist the Ukrainians of the
Chelm and Podlasie region, the creation of two organizations was initiated: the
Ukrainian Pedagogical Society and the Ukrainian Committee of Charity, shortly
renamed the Charitable Society «Ridna Khata». In fact, these were just the
aforementioned grassroots initiatives that began to take shape in the respective legal
structures.

The Ukrainian Charity Committee was established in Chelm in early 1919 as a
public voluntary organization. It is composed of A. Vasynchuk - Chairman, A.
Korolchuk - Secretary, T. Kuglavets - Treasurer, Y. Ravlyk and M. Bogorodsky -
members. The temporary secretariat of the company was at Vasynchuk’s home?.

The purpose of this organization was material and financial assistance to the
Ukrainian population of the Chelm and Podlasie region. Material assistance included
free mediation and assistance with the purchase of building materials and agricultural
supplies. The legal consultations concerned the organization of agricultural
cooperatives and assistance in dealing with local Polish authorities.

In February 1919, the Ukrainian Pedagogical Society was established in the
Chelm. The administration of the company has temporarily included E. Vasynchuk (A.
Vasynchuk's cousin) - chairman, Uhansky - secretary, and E. Kozachuk — treasurer
(Tlepra, 2015). The main task of this society was the organization of the teaching
environment and the attempt to open a Ukrainian school. In addition, it assisted
Ukrainian teachers who were in financial distress because of the Polish authorities not
recognizing their qualifications and offering no specialty jobs.

However, due to the small number of members of these organizations and
opposition to their activities by the Polish authorities, the influence of the societies
outside the Chelm was practically non-existent. Due to a lack of own funds in the first
years of the companies' activity, they tried to get money for charitable assistance from

the state, but their official appeals were ignored®,

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The government ignored the petition of the Ukrainians, considering, based on
the findings of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of December 2, 1919, that there were
no «conscious political and social manifestations» among the Ukrainians, as evidenced
by the «absence of political, economic and other organizations». The only thing noted
by the Polish authorities is «certain Bolshevik tendencies that underpin difficult living
conditionsy» (Litwinski, 2007).

These facts illustrate that even the highest-level official Polish authorities were
in no way interested in meeting the needs of the Ukrainians of the Chelm and Podlasie
region. Not only central authorities did not participate in local initiatives in solving
some ethnic problem, but it was also a strong impediment to local activists. It was
another milestone in the understanding of the need for a more active political struggle
for their rights and representation in the highest authorities of the Polish state in order
to uphold their rights and interests.

In spite of the official position of the Polish authorities, at the end of 1919, the
Ukrainian Committee in the Chelm was established. It organized the first congress of
the Ukrainian population of the Chelm and Podlasie region, where urgent affairs and
plans for the future were discussed*.

Therefore, on February 26, 1920, a delegation of A. Vasynchuk, E. Vasynchuk,
S. Lbarsky, and three Ukrainian peasants from the Chelm region went to Lublin
governer S. Moskalevsky. Main issues were about the opening of Ukrainian schools, a
gymnasium in Chelm, the permission for congresses of the Orthodox population of the
Chelm and Podlasie region and the approval of the charter of the «Ridna Khata»
Charitable Society. Questions were also raised about the organization of Polish
language courses for Ukrainian teachers and the printing of local administration
instructions in both Polish and Ukrainian (Szumito, 2007). The governor agreed to
consider issues of school and teachers but did not give his consent to the congress on
the Orthodox Church and to printing bilanguage instructions.

In June 1920, A. Vasynchuk succeeded in obtaining permission for the

publication of the Ukrainian socio-political magazine «Our Life». A. Vasynchuk
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hosted the editorial staff, and his brother Paul was the editor®. The Ukrainian Social
Democratic Party (USDP) provided money for publications and media®. In addition,
already on June 27, 1920, with the circulation of 300 copies, the first issue of the
magazine was published’. In 1920, there were seven issues. First, there were comments
on the current political and economic situation and an article on the goals and methods
of the Ukrainian people's movement of the Chelm and Podlasie region. Local and world
news headlines were also included®.

Creating their own print edition was important for the development of local
Ukrainians’ social mobilization. First, it is related to cultural and educational
initiatives, which were extremely important in the context of the fight for the
preservation of «Ukrainian spirit» and counteracting the attempts of fake news. In
addition, this periodical provided a platform for political debate among Ukrainians and
was widely used in the future to campaign for various political forces, especially in the
run-up to the Seim and Senate elections.

Lately, due to his activity and frank pro-Ukrainian activities, A. Vasynchuk was
imprisoned and spent several months in prison. Because of the loss of the leader and
further pressure from the Polish authorities, the activity of the people's movement of
the Chelm and Podlasie region began to decline. Soon, in August, the magazine «Our
Life» was liquidated and the Ukrainian Pedagogical Society and the Ukrainian
charitable organization «Ridna Khata» were closed but continued to operate illegally
until early 1922°.

The next step in the socio-political life of the Ukrainian population of the Chelm
and Podlasie region was the congress of representatives of the Ukrainian population,
which took place on May 4, 1921, in the Chelm. 110 delegates and guests of the
congress - representatives of the PPP in the Chelm, attended it. The chair of the

presidium and the main speaker of the congress was A. Vasynchuk®. The main topics
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were the issues of remigration, schooling, church and the activities of the Polish
administration, which is aimed at suppressing the Ukrainian people's movement in
recent times. A delegation of seven people was also selected to go to Warsaw at the
beginning of June 1921 to address these issues to the government™*.

Following the adoption of the March Constitution, the Sejm and Senate elections
were announced, which were already under the new legislation. The parliamentary
elections of 1922 made Ukrainians living in the territory of restored Poland an
important starting point. At this time, the newly formed Second Polish Commonwealth
was emerging and new institutions were being created.

On April 18, 1922, a congress of representatives of the Ukrainian population of
the Lublin district was held in Chelm, in the hall of the Polonia Theater. 165 delegates
and 41 guests attended it, primarily from Volyn, headed by M. Lutskevich, and PPS
Ambassador M. Malinowski!2, The most important issue discussed at the congress was
the participation or non-participation of Ukrainians in the upcoming parliamentary
elections. A. Vasynchuk, who emphasized: «Ukrainians are forced to live within the
borders of the Commonwealth and, in this regard, fulfill their obligations to the Polish
state and be subject to Polish lawy, said the report on the issue. That is why «it is better
to have not only friends but also our own representatives in the Sejm ... to take into
account the needs of our language, faith, and culture» he concluded with his speech,
urging Volyn Ukrainians to participate in the election campaign (Szumito, 2006).

On behalf of the delegation of Volyn Ukrainians, a speech was made by M.
Lutskevich: «Volyn Ukrainians boycott the election for the reason that they do not want
to show their belonging to Poland». He further noted, however, that if the congress
favors an election, Volyn would agree to it and join the election campaign. Most
congressional delegates voted for the participation of representatives of Volyn, Chelm,
and Podlasie in the 1922 elections.

To coordinate the Congress, the Ukrainian Electoral Committee of the Chelm

and Podlasie region was established, comprising: A. Vasynchuk (Chairman), S.
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Makivka, P. Vasynchuk, Y. Voityuk, S. Lyubarsky, Y. Skrypa, D. Fedonyuk, E.
Pasternak, P. Shutovsky, A. Vasylchuk, Y. Novosad, and Y. Budnik®®,

The same committee soon appeared in Lutsk. His task was to coordinate the
activities of the Ukrainian political forces of VVolyn and Polesie. Soon, both committees
united into a single Ukrainian Central Election Committee of the Chelm, Podlasie,
Volyn, and Polesie. It was headed by S. Makivka, A. Vasynchuk, and J. Skrip. The
committee included 12 representatives from the Chelm and Podlasie region and only
four - from Volyn and Polesie (ITepra, 2015).

In order to unite the efforts of ethnic minorities in the election campaign, a
Ukrainian-Belarussian bloc was created on July 25, 1922, to which representatives of
the Russian population joined on August 7. At a conference on August 17, 1922, where
Ukrainians were represented by A. Vasynchuk from the Chelm and M. Cherkavsky
from Volyn (ITepra, 2015), representatives of the German and Jewish communities
joined the existing bloc'* and decided to create a National Minority Block. The
representative of the Jewish community I. Grunbaum chaired the block.

In parallel with the preparations for the election, another major event took place.
On June 12, 1922, Lublin governor S. Moskalevsky registered a «Rusyn Charity
Organizationy, called the «Native House» in the Chelm?s. In this way, it was able to
get out of the semi-legal position and officially conduct business.

During the election period, the organization played a leading role in the socio-
political and cultural life of the Ukrainian population of the Chelm and Podlasie region.
According to the charter, the city of Chelm and the Lublin district were the sites of the
organization. The main goal was to provide material assistance to citizens of the Polish
Commonwealth of Ruthenian (Ukrainian) Nationality. Secondary - cultural and
educational activity, which consisted of the creation of reading rooms, libraries,

theatrical performances, and concerts, etc.'®
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The fact that the organization in practice used the Ukrainian language in its
organizational, cultural and educational work is significant. Although the official seals
of the company name were Polish and Rusyn.

Members of the organization, according to the charter, were divided into 3
groups: «honorary», «real» and «supporting». Those who made a large financial
contribution to the activities of the company or earned it through their dedicated
activities conferred the title of «honorary» members at the general meeting. Members
of the company were required to pay a membership fee of more than 1,200 marks per
year. Supporting members were required to pay a total annual membership fee of at
least 500 marks. However, they did not have the right to vote at the general meeting,
could not hold management positions, but could only fulfill certain responsibilities (for
example, care for the poor, work in the reading room, etc.)*".

In August 1922, the establishment of branches of the company began in the
Lublin district. This happened illegally because the first version of the charter,
approved by the authorities, did not include articles that allowed the organization to
establish and operate branches. In addition, the print of the magazine «Our Life» was
restored, the first issue of which was published on September 5, 1922. It was edited by
J. Voitjuk?®®,

The first general meeting of the «Native House» was held on October 1, 1922,
chaired by A. Vasynchuk. The resolutions adopted included the following postulates:
construction of their own bookstore in the Chelm, further development of the theatrical
troupe, organization of cultural and educational meetings, periodical publication of a
newsletter on the educational and cultural status of Ukrainians in the region, and a
message to the local Orthodox Church asking for permission for meetings in the
churches®®.

The results of the elections, which took place on November 5 and 12, 1922, were
successful for the Ukrainians of the Chelm, Podlasie, and Polesie. Candidates from the

Ukrainian population won in all the constituencies where they ran, and A. Vasynchuk

and Y. Voytyuk went on the general list. In district Ne 25 S. Makivka won, in which
22 thousand 947 voters voted. In the constituency Ne 26, the MP was P. Vasylchuk,
who received 28 thousand 738 votes. In the district Ne 27 out of 28 thousand 461 the
votes were won by Y. Skrip, and in the district Ne 28 by S. Lyubarsky, in favor of which
A. Vasynchuk, who passed on the main list, gave way. V. Dmitriuk and S. Khrutsky
were elected from the Polesie districts to the Sejm, and a specialty teacher, 1. Pasternak,
became a senator?.

On the territory of the Volyn, Polesie and eastern counties of the Lublin district,
the National Minority Bloc won 57.3% of all votes in the elections to the Sejm and
61.8% to the Senate (3aiines, 1993). In Volyn, parliamentary mandates were won by
12 Ukrainians (Zaporowski, 2000). Instead, no Polish candidate was elected to
parliament from these regions. In total, from the territory of Volyn, Chelm, Podlasie
and Polesie according to the BNM list, 20 Ukrainians entered the Sejm and six - to the
Senate (Szumyto, 2006).

In the last months of 1922, the «Native House» actively developed its activity.
Ten branches have already been opened in the Lublin district. However, the local
administration refused to register them because nothing had been said about affiliates
in the previously adopted charter of the organization (Kuprainowicz, 1995). The
management of the organization decided in the future to adopt the appropriate changes.
On January 9, 1923, a meeting of the organization was held, and Anton Vasynchuk
spoke about the course of affairs. It was discussed and approved the question of
changes to the charter for the possibility of creating branches, and it was decided to
change the official name from «Rusyn" to "Ukrainian»?:. The Lublin governor
repeatedly denied amendments to the charter permitting branches, but on October 6,
1923, he still registered the changes. This made it possible to spread political
influences, centralize the socio-political life of the Ukrainians of the Chelm and
Podlasie and mobilize them.

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On May 28, 1923, the next Ukrainian People's Congress of the Chelm and
Podlasie region took place in the Chelm. Its participants analyzed the political situation,
identified the main tasks of the current moment, considered organizational issues,
discussed the situation in the educational, church, religious and economic spheres, and
heard the reports of deputies of the Polish Parliament from the Ukrainian population of
the region. A number of resolutions were adopted during the convention.

One resolution stated that the only democratic way to streamline the life of the
Ukrainian people in Poland was to unite the territories of the Chelm, Podlasie, Polesie,
Volyn and Eastern Galicia into a single administrative unit with national-territorial
autonomy??,

Another resolution of the Congress created the Ukrainian People's Committee of
the Chelm and Podlasie. It was meant to become a non-partisan political representation
and the governing body of the Ukrainian community of the region. All counties were
represented on the committee, and their number depended on the size of the Ukrainian
population.

The main tasks of the committee were to open a network of Ukrainian public
and private schools of various types and educational groups; to abolish the Temporary
rules for the administration of the Orthodox Church in Poland; to return to the
Ukrainians the churches that the authorities took control of during the absence of the
Ukrainian population; the convening of the Local Orthodox Church, the Orthodox
Church premises of Orthodox parishes liquidated by the authorities to Ukrainian
charities; creating opportunities for Ukrainian children to study religion in Ukrainian
language; construction of the Ukrainian People's House in Chelm (Maxkap, 2011).

Despite the unsatisfactory results of the Committee's activities, its creation is,
undoubtedly, an important event in the political life and social mobilization of
Ukrainians. It illustrated the desire for unification to solve the common problems of
the Ukrainian population of the Chelm, Podlasie, Volyn, regardless of political
affiliation and slogans. However, the political elite did not feel this desire and brought
the idea to naught.

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On April 13, 1924, at the initiative of A. Vasynchuk, the consumer cooperative
«Dobrobut» was established. As his representative, he spoke on the pages of «Our
Life» about how to properly borrow from the Polish Peasant Bank, giving specific
examples from life?,

On May 11, 1924, A. Vasynchuk together with Ambassador Chumach were the
organizers of the cooperative congress of Volyn, Chelm, Podlasie, and Polesie, in
Lutsk. Vasynchuk proposed to create the Ukrainian National Bank?*. In addition,
several decisions were made at the congress: creation of universal peasant credit and
consumer cooperatives; establishment of regional links of cooperatives and banks;
return of Volyn, Chelm, Podlasie and Polesie Economic Council to the life of 10 people
who would be involved in the creation of the Ukrainian National Bank; compulsory
cultural and educational work among members of cooperatives (Szumito, 2006).

At the beginning of 1925, the «Native House» already had 600 members in
branches in the southeastern districts of Lublin. The company also had its own library,
which numbered 850 volumes. The capital of the organization was 2330 PLN, which
were meant to spend on building people's house (ITepra, 2014).

In 1925, a political issue in the society's activities intensified, which attracted the
meticulous attention of the Polish authorities. Therefore, as early as May 31, 1925,
branches were sent a reminder that according to the charter of the society, namely
paragraph 5 of section Il, members of the society could be «an unlimited number of
persons of Rusyn nationality, citizenship of the Commonwealth of Poland, living in the
city of Chelm and the Lublin district, except for minors, soldiers and sailors of the
Polish army, students of scientific institutions and convicts». Branches were strongly
advised to follow their members more closely and in no way interfere with the policy
of threatening to close the branch (Ilepra, 2014).

On July 2, 1925, police reported to the Lublin governor that the «Native Home»
had come under the influence of the Communist Party of Western Ukraine (CPWU).

During the investigation, it was revealed that this process started with branches in
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Wtodawa and Hrubieszowski districts, where all participants were CPWU members.
Hrubieszow County, the branch was generally opened only to be held under the
auspices of the «Native House». The strengthening of the influence of the Communist
Party on the branches of the «Native House» and the activity of the company was
confirmed by the investigation by A. Vasynchuk (ITepra, 2014).

Thus, since 1925, the influence of the Communists on the activities of the society
increased significantly, which made it lose its role as the center of mobilization of
Ukrainians.

On January 15, 1927, the Ukrainian Economic Association was founded in
Chelm. A. Vasynchuk was elected honorary president, but S. Pelech, a farmer from the
village of Halychany, was engaged in the real leadership of the organization (Szumito,
2006). Soon it became an important local center of the economic life of Ukrainians. In
April 1927, based on the organization, there was already its own hardware store,
tailoring services and a point of sale of agricultural fertilizers and building materials.

Center-right politicians convened the People's Congress of the Chelm on May
22,1927. In his speech, the Sejm deputy A. Vasylchuk stated: «The Ukrainian club did
not conduct a proper policy, achieved almost nothing. He split into parties and started
an argument. The ambassadors leading the people under the red flags have been
particularly damaging. They embarrass people and then, like M. Lutskevich, flee»?s.

The main purpose of the congress was to select the new People's Committee of
the Chelm as the main institution and official representatives of all Ukrainians in the
Chelm and Podlasie region?®.

The convention was held on May 22 at the Oasis Cinema Hall in the Chelm.
Sejm Ambassadors A. and P. Vasynchuky, S. Khrutsky, S. Makovka, Senator E.
Pasternak, and 150 delegates from the Chelm, Wiodawa, Hrubieszow and Belogry
counties arrived?’. Before entering the hall, cards were presented to attendees so as not
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to let delegates suspected of cooperating with the Communist movement into the
congress. This greatly annoyed S. Makovka and his associates?,

A. Vasinchuk took the very first word. He said his policies were based on the
support of Warsaw, not Moscow's support, «like some of those present,» and sought
normal cooperation with the Polish government. He stated that he would continue to
seek equal rights with the Poles for Ukrainians. In contrast, he spoke about the dire
state of the economy, culture and education of Soviet Ukraine, summarizing the fact
that there was in fact not the Ukrainian government but the Soviet®®. He further
criticized Ukrainian politicians for «supporting the red flag rather than the yellow-
blue» and called for loyalty to the Polish authorities. In the end, he suggested that all
those present should rally before the parliamentary elections, which were about to
begin®.

In response to these statements, Ambassador S. Khrutsky attacked A.
Vasynchuk, emphasizing his «treaty» position. S. Makovka called the speaker an
impostor and a spy of the Polish authorities. In the future, the altercation between
Makovka and Vasynchuk flared up more vigorously and came to a fight, but due to the
clear superiority of Vasynchuk's side, it quickly ended®. They then proceeded to vote
on the new members of the Committee. The new Ukrainian People’s Committee of the
Chelm and Podlasie region was chosen with the overwhelming number of votes (only
3 against)®,

After the elections to the Committee, the participants announced an economic
report. Ways of organizing consumer and farmer cooperatives have been considered
and the community has been urged to create such societies. Issues of Ukrainian self-
government, schools, and church were also raised. At the end of the proceedings, A.

Vasynchuk promised that the resolutions adopted on the painful issues of the
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Ukrainians of the Chelm and Podlasie region would be put into the hands of the Polish
authorities and personally by J. Pilsudski®.

The aforementioned resolutions have raised a number of political, self-
governing, economic, ecclesiastical, cultural and school issues. Their main leitmotif
was that «only by joining forces can Ukrainians achieve the development of cultural
and educational life and economic prosperity». For this purpose, an active agitation
was carried out in support of the Committee that had just been formed in organizing
the participation of Ukrainians in local elections®.

Due to the economic growth of the population of Chelm and Podlasie, it was
encouraged to create farmers' trade, consumer, credit and other types of cooperatives.
The newly elected Committee was entrusted with the creation of the Ukrainian
National Bank in the Chelm?.

In the ecclesiastical and educational field, the Polish government called for the
return of all Orthodox shrines to the Ukrainians and the reduction of church taxes, and
the Committee was instructed to push for the introduction of the Ukrainian language
in schools and to develop a plan for private schooling. The congress also opposed the
actual privatization of «Our Life» magazine by Ambassador Makivka and instructed
the Committee to take back control of it®,

This congress and its decisions and aspirations demonstrated that despite all
political issues, the social mobilization of local Ukrainians was the key aspect of all
gatherings and always resulted in beneficial decisions.

In the fall, the implementation of the previously adopted program of action
began. Already on September 21, 1927, a general meeting of the Ukrainian People's
Committee of Chelm and Podlasie took place. In addition to economic topics, which
included the problem of further development of cooperative activities and the
establishment of the Ukrainian National Bank, it was decided to try to open Ukrainian

private schools and, most importantly, to build socio-political organizations in all
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territories of the district. For this purpose, it was decided to hold a number of county
congresses of people, at which the question of the creation of the Committees of the
House of Commons had to be raised®.

On October 9, 1927, the constituent assembly of the Ukrainian National Bank
was held in the Chelm, which elected the leadership and the Supervisory Board, whose
president was P. Vasynchuk. The bank was officially registered on October 27. Already
in late October, the Vasynchuk brothers negotiated with German entrepreneurs from
Lodz and the state on subsidies and subsidies for the bank®®.

In the years that followed, the Bank expanded its operations to the whole Chelm
district and started expanding into neighboring regions. Due to its cheap loans, it was
the only one that provided many local Ukrainians with the opportunity to start their
own businesses at least once. In addition to economic activity, the bank was involved
in the support of Ukrainian schooling and social and political life, due to which its
popularity grew rapidly (Doroszewski, 2000).

During the years 1928-1930, the socio-economic situation intensified, especially
because of the global economic crisis. There were constant speeches and protests by
workers and peasants, dissatisfied with their position and the government's policy to
overcome the Great Depression. The main form of workers' struggles continued to be
strikes, during which requirements were predominantly economic: raising wages,
introducing an eight-hour workday, social insurance, and so on. At the same time, there
were increasing cases when the desperate unemployed seized state administrative
institutions, magistrates and forcefully forced the administration to split the cash
between the unemployed.

In this situation, the left and pro-Communist forces, which actively organize and
participate in the strikes, decided to take advantage. The tried to turn social
mobilization of local Ukrainians into military mobilization and began to create
underground military units. In addition, the newly formed Organization of Ukrainian

Nationalists joined the protests against Polish authorities. In the summer and autumn

of 1930, the OUN organized about 2,200 actions covering 30 counties in Western
Ukraine. The first branches of the OUN in the Chelm region arose in the neighboring
with Galicia Tomashevsky and Hrubieszowski counties. In particular, on the territory
of the Dolobychiv parish of the Hrubieszow county, one cell operated in the town
center, three - in Honyatyn, one - in Pavlovichi, one - in Oschow (Perga, 2019).
Summarizing all the above we can say that in 1918-1930s social mobilization of
Ukrainians of Chelm, Podlasie and Volyn regions was at very high level of self-
organization. Because of it, many politics, social and economic issues of local
Ukrainians were solved. At the end of 1920s left-wing and pro-communist politicians
significantly increased level of protests against the central government and in the end
turned social mobilization into military organization of local Ukrainians. In addition,
nationalists also took advantage of the situation and began to create their own military

units which took active part in World War I1.

Protecting the Conflict-Affected Population in Ukraine: A Responsibility of

Government

Introduction

Five years of armed conflict in eastern Ukraine has led to yet another protracted
displacement crisis, with no durable solution in sight for many of those affected by the
world’s ninth largest IDP population®. About 1.6 million Ukrainian citizens are
currently registered with the Government of Ukraine as ‘internally displaced’. In total,
some 4.4 million people affected by the crisis, of whom 3.4 million require
humanitarian assistance and protection (OCHA 2018).

There are serious protection concerns that continue to affect some on a daily
basis, including both displaced and non-displaced people. The shelling of urban areas
and civilian infrastructure (including medical facilities and schools) means that 60% of
the people living along the 457-kilometre ‘line of contact’ are affected by shelling
regularly, and almost 40% are affected every day (OCHA 2018). Landmines and other
explosive ordinances (UXOs) represent a hazard to many close to the line of contact.
Food insecurity has doubled since 2016, with 1.2 million people food insecure, and
there are escalating cases of multi-drug resistant TB, HIV, and even polio.

In the absence of a political solution, people’s savings and their ability to cope
have dwindled over the years. The elderly make up almost 30 percent of people in need
and a disproportionate number have disabilities. Nevertheless, many struggle to access
their pensions or social benefit payments, or have lost access altogether. The
humanitarian crisis in eastern Ukraine is protracted and complex, but the response is
severely underfunded and largely neglected by the international community. These
protection concerns are exacerbated through inaction and lack of funding from the

Government of Ukraine, as well as some policies enacted such as in relation to

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checkpoints and access to pensions. This paper will examine these issues in more depth
before looking at some of the responses of the Government of Ukraine.

People of concern

An internally displaced person is defined in Ukrainian law as ‘a citizen of
Ukraine, a foreigner or a stateless person who legally stays within the territory of
Ukraine and may reside in Ukraine on the permanent basis, who has been forced to
leave his/her place of residence as a result of negative consequences of the armed
conflict, temporary occupation, widespread violence, infringement of human rights,
and natural or man-made emergencies or in order to avoid the same.”*! Typically,
displaced people encounter multiple losses and restrictions in relation to: civil
documentation; freedom of movement; access to shelter; property rights;
socioeconomic opportunities; voting right; lack of information and support; and access
to pensions and social assistance.

However, in Ukraine vulnerability, hardship and the need for humanitarian
assistance are largely dependent upon location rather than displacement status as such:
the worst affected are those residing close to the contact line, whether they are
registered as IDPs or not. Those displaced from eastern Ukraine and Crimea represent
a cross-section of society in terms of socio-economic status. However, for those living
close to the line of contact, most live without a secure and adequate source of income
and are impoverished. Despite this, many continue to live in these insecure areas
because they can less afford to live elsewhere. Over 200,000 displaced people are
thought to have returned to their homes having been displaced for up to two years —
mainly because they could not afford housing costs elsewhere and due to the lower cost
of living overall in NGCA, as well as to rejoin family members. Many of those affected,
are already amongst the most vulnerable in society: those on low incomes with few

assets or livelihood opportunities; the elderly; and people with disabilities. Their plight

is all the more difficult as a consequence of restrictions imposed by both GoU and the
de facto authorities in the NGCA.

Checkpoints

Every month, almost one million Ukrainians cross the ‘line of contact’ between
the government-controlled areas (GCA) and the non-government-controlled areas
(NGCA), mainly to access goods and services. Many of those crossing the line of
contact do so in order to claim their social assistance and pension payments. While the
line of control is not an international border, it bares many of the hallmarks of one:
tight security, identity checks, and restrictions on the type and quantity of goods people
are permitted to carry. Nevertheless, the profile of the 30,000 people crossing the line
of control every day is not typical of a border crossing. Many are elderly or have special
needs, and are making the journey precisely because they are vulnerable and thus in
need of their assistance payments.

The limited number of checkpoints restricts the freedom of movement at the line
of contact, compelling many vulnerable people to travel long distances, and
detrimentally affecting their daily lives. There are frequently long queues at the
checkpoints and people often wait many hours before being allowed to cross. This puts
people at increased risk, as checkpoints are insecure areas targeted for shelling, and
time spent there should be minimized. Those waiting at checkpoints have access to
only limited and basic services, such as drinking water, latrines, weather shelters, and
medical care. This exacerbates the hardship experienced by people that are vulnerable
and have specific needs, such as those with limited mobility (especially older people)
and mothers with children. The widely reported mistreatment of people at checkpoints
by border patrols - including extortion, humiliation, and verbal abuse - further adds to
the resentment people feel towards the Government in Kyiv, and thus further feeds the
conflict. While some improvements were made over the past two years, serious

restrictions remain.
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Pensions

As a result of restrictions introduced by the GoU in 2014 and further measures
in 2016, some 560,000 retired and elderly people residing in the NGCA lost access to
their pensions (UNHCR 2017). Those residing there that were receiving social
assistance lost access to those payments as well. People living in the NGCA are
required to register as IDPs with the Ukrainian authorities in order to continue to access
their pension benefits. Many of those affected depend upon pensions and social
assistance as their sole or principal source of income. In order to have these payments
reinstated, people living in the NGCA are required to register as IDPs. Unlike other
pensioners in Ukraine, IDPs must re-affirm their residency on a regular basis in order
to continue receiving payments. Pension payments not only provide a vital source of
income to individuals and their households in the NGCA, but they are also support the
wider local economy (UN 2018).

The negative impacts are compounded by the increase in the number of
households relying on pensions and social benefits, especially in the buffer zone on
either side of the line of contact. This is probably, at least in part, due to lower
employment rates as a result of disruption to markets between the GCA and NGCA. In
addition, the de facto authorities maintain severe restrictions on humanitarian
operations in the NGCA, including some humanitarian actors being expelled and the
mandatory ‘registration’ of others. Overall, most of those residing in the NGCA are

socio-economically worse off than those in the areas controlled by the government.

Government response

The issue of checkpoints and pensions are interconnected in that they compound
one another in their impact upon the most vulnerable living close to the line of contact,
and we will return to this issue in relation to government policies shortly. However,
these are not the only issues that negatively impact on the lives of those affected by the
conflict. The GoU has made significant progress in establishing a normative framework

that protects the rights of IDPs and addresses the specific concerns they experience. In
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particular, this has been realized through the work of the Ministry for Temporarily
Occupied Territories and Internally Displaced Persons of Ukraine (MTOT), which was
established in April 2016; but was incorporated into the Ministry for Veterans Affairs
in September 2019. According to its official mandate, the main responsibilities of the
MTOT were in the following areas: policy preparation; activities related to recovery
and peace-building; supporting the wellbeing of IDPs management; and humanitarian
response. In accordance with its mandate, MTOT was the public authority that ‘shapes
and implements state policy in relation to internally displaced persons, rehabilitation
and peace building in areas affected by conflict, and the reintegration of the temporarily
occupied territories of Ukraine’.*?

MTOT played a role in drafting some 30 Regulations and Resolutions that
have subsequently been approved by the Cabinet Ministers of Ukraine. The
explanatory notes to many of these Resolutions and Regulations make frequent
reference to the Guiding Principles on Internally Displaced Persons. In particular, they
reference Principle 1, relating to equality in access to rights and freedoms between
IDPs and non-IDPs; and Principle 5, which is concerned with obligations in
international human rights and humanitarian law aimed at preventing and avoiding
displacement.

The GoU’s approach to draw extensively upon the Guiding Principles
premised on the notion that compliance with them — as well as other international laws
and standards - facilitates a common approach and understanding with international
partners, given that they were written based upon the experience of numerous countries
over many years. The GoU has also sought to draw from the examples of legislation
introduced by specific countries through bilateral partnerships aimed at learning
lessons. For example, the experience of Georgia in the provision of temporary housing
for IDPs (mechanisms of distribution/allocation) informed the approach of the GoU.

MTQOT also achieved some successes with respect to reform at checkpoints
and in relation to pensions. MTOT was the only government ministry to forcibly
advocate for pensions to be paid to all Ukrainians, including those residing in or near

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the NGCA. In early July 2018, the residence verification system for IDPs was
abolished, following a successful lawsuit in the Kyiv Administrative Court of Appeals
launched by the Ukrainian Helsinki Human Rights Union (UHHRU) against the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine. However, the payment of pensions and social
assistance to all Ukrainians in accordance with this legal ruling, which is ultimately the
responsibility of the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine, has still not been enacted.
Many of the improvements in services provision at checkpoints from 2017 were as a
result of activities carried out by MTOT in partnership with donors and humanitarian
actors.

The implications remain unclear of the recent incorporation of the roles,
responsibilities and remaining staff of MTOT within the Ministry for Veterans Affairs.
While criticism was leveled against MTOT, and perhaps some justifiably, it is difficult
to contest that it stood strongest - and often alone in Government - in its struggle to
defend the rights of IDPs and other conflict-affected people, and to ensure that these
rights conformed with international legal standards and norms, as well as domestic
ones. Much of these laws and policies in relation to protecting the rights of IDPs and
addressing their integration needs that were drafted by MTOT were confirmed by the
Cabinet of Ministers and thus official government policy. But there was a failure of

government to provide the political and financial support required.

NATIONAL REPORT ON THE RESULTS OF MODERATED GROUPS
DISCUSSIONS ON THEME:
"VALUABLE ORIENTATIONS, PROBLEMS AND YOUTH
EXPECTATIONS"

DESCRIPTIVE PART

Youth is the main driving force and strategic resource for any state development.
Countries that have created the proper organizational conditions for its social formation
and self-realization have far greater chances for achieving political, economic and
cultural success. After the USSR collapsed and the declaration of Ukraine
independence, the low effectiveness of government reforms in building a liberal
democracy with a socially-oriented market economy complicates the vital self-
determination of modern Ukrainian youth and negatively affects its socialization. A
development problem of Ukrainian state is connected with the permanent socio-
economic and political instability, have been considerably complicated by the loss of
state control over Crimea and the beginning of the war in Donbas (Eastern Ukraine).
All these events make changes in the life orientation of young people, their behavior,
socio-economic status, civic activity, etc.

The worst position of youth employment at the labor market among other age
cohorts is evidence of adapting difficulties young people face in new social life
conditions. According to the All-Ukrainian Sociological Survey of 2016, only 44.9%
of the polled youth (under 35) had a permanent job (IliaHocTi ykpaiHChKOI MOOII.
Pe3yJ'II>TaTI/I PCIIPE3CHTATUBHOI'O COHiOHOFi‘IHOFO Z[OCJIiZI)KeHHSI CTaHOBHIIIa MOHOI[i
BikoM Bix 14 mo 35 pokis, 2016). Among them formally employed through full-time

labor employment or employment contract were 69%. Ukrainian youth faces
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worldwide problems: the discrepancy between education and employment, the
restriction of productive employment by low qualifications or skills that do not
coincide with the requirements of the labor market (One Million Voices. A report on a
survey of young people in 55 countries for the World YMCA, 2015).

Peculiarities of the socio-economic and political situation in Ukraine lead to
increased demand among young people for higher education, which can be explained
by several reasons.

First, the continuing economic crisis has led to significant changes in the labor
market and does not allow school graduates and their parents to hope that they will be
able to find a job after the secondary education completion. Of course, it is quite
difficult to find it, even having higher education, but joining an institution of higher
education for 5-6 years deletes the employment.

Second, the high significance of education is due to the desire of entrants and,
above all, their parents (especially with a low educational level) to improve the social
status of their children.

Thirdly, the significance of such a factor as the postponement of military service
for higher educational establishments’ students raised because of the military
operations in the East of Ukraine.

Fourth, part of the school graduates is aware that modern employers, when
recruiting, take into account the knowledge of the jobseeker, his/her professional
competence, which could be obtained at higher school (Cokypsitcbka; Llymio, 2017).

Education for a large part of Ukrainian youth, despite the lasting difficult social
and economic situation in Ukraine, performs not only as a tool for increasing social
status and gaining financial well-being but also as self-worth or value-goal, through
which one can self-realize, become a highly skilled specialist and a high culture person
(Zielinska; Szaban, 2016).

Young people associate a life success achievement not only with the material
but also with spiritual values: career; achievement of high social status in society; self-
employment (private business); peaceful life, lack of worries and trouble; people

respect; interesting and creative work, abilities development and self-realization;
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mutual help. The family always belonged to one of the most important social values in
Ukrainian culture, is still, today, the most desirable youth option for life. In general,
Ukrainian youth have confidence that through hard work they can realize their vital
strategic plans by themselves, despite the numerous crises in various segments of
society.

Among other value preferences for young people is good health. At the same
time, with the age increase, the young people proportion, who estimates their health as
"good", gradually decreases (at the age from 14 to 19 years almost 60%, from 25 mo
29 years old — 44%, from 30 to 34 years - 38.6%). The smokers share is increasing
every day; the number of young people who are physically active and engaged in sports
is decreasing (young people aged 14 to 19 are most active, 64.3% those who are
actively engaged in sports or at least pay minimal attention to physical exercises (from
30 to 34 years - already 48,6%) (LlinmocTi ykpaiHchkoi Mojomi. PesymbraTn
PENpe3eHTaTHBHOTO COLIOJIOTIYHOTO JOCHIPKEHHSI CTAHOBHIIIA MOJIOJI BikoM Bijx 14
1o 35 poxkis, 2016).

Approximately a quarter of young people, especially studying at Ukrainian
universities, are focusing on environmental values. However, this youth orientation did
not engage in environmental organizations’ social work. The respondents’ vast
majority in Ukraine (78.9%) generally do not participate in the civic organizations’
activities, which is in line with the current worldwide disappointing tendency of young
people's weak involvement in the local communities' work (One Million Voices. A
report on a survey of young people in 55 countries for the World YMCA, 2015).

The young people's low social activity is an echo of permanent Ukrainian crisis.
The lack of political and socio-economic stability in the country creates an atmosphere
of distrust to social institutions, organizations, various social groups, and leads to the
formation of individualistic youth orientations. Youth organizations’ informational
activities, aim to contribute to young people’s civic engagement, are not effective
enough in Ukraine. Only 23.8% of respondents knew about youth centers’ work in
2015 (IlinHOCTI YKpaiHChKOT MOJIOil. Pe3ynbTaTi penpe3eHTaTHBHOTO COLI0IOTIYHOTO

JIOCITIJDKEHHSI CTAaHOBHINA MOJIOAI BikoM Bix 14 1o 35 pokis, 2016).
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The growth of civic activism, together with youth patriotic feelings, became
evident during the political crisis in Ukraine in 2013-2014 and the beginning of the
armed conflict in Donbas. Students gave push to the revolutionary events of
Euromaidan movement. Part of the youth took part in voluntary military mobilization.
Many young people have been involved in solving different social problems; the most
important among them were improvement of joint residence places, volunteer work,
IDPs support, treatment and provision for soldiers involved in an anti-terrorist
operation. At that time the values of trust, solidarity and civic participation got their
development.

In order to predict certain trends in social development in Ukraine, adequate
elaboration and correction, if needed, the youth policy in Ukraine and in the world,
there is an actual task to analyze the young people value orientations, their aspirations,
expectations, and challenges in employment, environment, health, civic engagement.
The importance of study of different aspects of the youth life and their opinion has
been underlined on the top level, namely — by the UN bodies, which have plans to
conduct the youth opinion surveys on a regular basis with the aim to make the youth

policy and youth engagement more effective (The Global Youth Poll, 2018).

EMPIRICAL PART

National research is a part of the international Global research project “One
Million Voices — 27, held by the World YMCA initiative. The aim of the project —
deeper study of the values focuses, challenges and anticipations on the stage of entering
into adult life (the research covers more than 40 countries of the world; the first project
covered 55 countries of the world).

Empirical data, presented in the National report, were collected through the
moderated groups discussion (MGD) method during October — December 2017. In
Ukraine 8 MGD were held, in 7 locations: Kyiv (2 MGD), Kropyvnytskyi, Verkhovina
(Ivano-Frankivsk region), Boyarka (Kyiv region), Lviv, Kremenchuk, Lutsk. The
MGD respondents were socially active youth: members of the youth public

organizations, students self-governing bodies, local initiatives, aged 17-20 years old.
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2 MGD were held with the internally displaced youth from the Donbas region (how
living in Kyiv and Kremenchuk). In total through MGD were covered 58 respondents
(aged 17-18 years old — 29 people, aged 19-20 years old — 29 people; 30 — girls, 28 —
boys).

Research guide, elaborated by the scientific leader of the global research “One
Million Voices - 2” Chair of the department of the Institute of applied sociology of
Warsaw University Marek Rimza, consisted of 5 core blocks of themes: employment,
environment, health, good life, and spiritual values, civic engagement. An additional
research theme in Ukraine has become patriotism. The National Coordinator of the
project in Ukraine is the YMCA Ukraine General Secretary, Ph.D. in Law Viktor
Serbulov. Scientific leader of the project in Ukraine - Maksym Yenin, Ph.D. in
Sociology, Assistant Professor of the Department of Sociology National technical
institute of Ukraine.

The YMCA leaders and volunteers took an active part in the preparation and
implementation of the research. All the MGDs were held with the organizational
support of the YMCA Ukraine, and with informational support of the Ministry of youth

and sports of Ukraine.

EMPLOYMENT

Employment-related issues appeared the most important for MGD participants
among those, which were discussed. The youth is planning to graduate, find a good
job, achieve certain career success and financial well-being. Additional vocational
training and employment abroad (temporary or constant) are also considered as a
possible development option in life in the next 10 years. Comparing their generation
with the previous ones, youth focuses on self-realization, world discovery and career
growth as the main vital values, while the establishment of own family is postponed.

While job seeking, MGD participants, first of all, paid attention to personal
qualities, their own competence, the practical experience importance and knowledge
in their professional field. Youth considers as a formality university score and high

education diploma obtaining. For successful self-realization, you need to have such
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skills as communicability, self-confidence, determination, perseverance, commitment,
responsibility, organization, flexibility, and openness for new knowledge and
professional trends, mobility, willingness to take risks, charisma.

The high level of salary is one of the most important factors in a job choice for
young people. It allows them to feel stability and confidence in the future: "The best
work - the one that you like, but everyone goes to where they get more. Material values
go to the foreground" (Roman 20 M U-2). At the same time, some young people
representatives, despite the recognition of the great significance in their environment
of material values, the identification of work exclusively with material goods causes a
strong rejection, a kind of internal conflict. "For the most cases there is such stereotype
that the values are friends, apartment, car, and prestigious job but in fact, this is not the
case, because if a person pursues this, he/she eventually loses him/herself" (Alina 19 F
U-6).

In job seeking, besides high salaries is important to have a chance to do what
you like (according to interests and acquired certain professional knowledge), creative
and professional development perspectives, flexible schedule, democratic atmosphere,
good team, company or organization reliability. Some young MGD participants
mentioned the importance of feeling that the company needs them, working in modern
organizational standards characterized by flexibility, personalized orientation,
effective communication, and maximum focusing at reaching the best professional and
human qualities.

As successful employment obstacles young people consider inadequate
education quality and the existence of informal, non-transparent rules for recruitment.
MGD participants expressed their dissatisfaction with educational programs content
due to lack of relevance, outdated knowledge, insufficient emphasis on profile
disciplines, limited practice: "I'm learning to maintain computer systems. Proposed
education | do not need at all. | have already studied three years and realized that
college does not teach us what you will do in life. Experience is needed, you can’t go
anywhere without it. College does not provide the necessary practical skills"

(Vyacheslav 18 M U-1). The practical skills that employers require are given in a small
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amount in educational institutions: "In universities and colleges, they teach as it should
be in theory. In real life, an employer has his own requirements™ (Lilia 20 F U-3).

Young people evaluate the importance of education not only from the point of
view as professional knowledge, skills, and abilities but also as a space for new
acquaintances, the tool of general self-development and the acquisition of universal
human qualities: "For me, education is primarily communication and experience of
contact with people, diplomacy in relationships, finding ways to address a particular
situation, getting out of the comfort zone, a new experience. As the education itself, |
am also not satisfied. Nevertheless, you find something that is interesting to you.
Moreover, | think that if I did not go to university at all, then it would be very hard for
me in my life" (Solomia F 19 U-5). Similar judgments the young people have about a
job they are currently working at. Any job is a tool of acquiring not only professional
skills but also a certain life experience that may be useful in the future.

A considerable factor of successful employment, according to young people, are
social ties: "Nowadays the honor diploma plays no role. If you have connections, you
can get a job despite bad university scores™ (Nataliya F 20 U-2). Very often the MGD
participants put this factor on the first place, and this is, from one side, can mean the
awareness of the social capital importance, of being open, active and sociable for the
acquisition of the necessary connections in various organizations, and from another
side, it can mean the domestic tradition of employing through relatives and friends: "I
do not want anyone to think that it is just about relationships in the understanding of
our parents. It means to be integrated, to be an open and universal person” (Angelina F
18 U-1).

Many MGD participants are concerned with the insufficient number of vacancies
on the labor market, low wages, and the limited ability to protect their labor rights.
Narrow-profile specialties studies with limited demand from employers, even with
very high-quality educational programs and highly skilled teachers, create high risks
of unemployment of educated young people."... physics ... it's a very high-paying job,
a big state order, but according to official data only 35% of students after graduation

can get a job ... The course is still strong, very cool, teachers go with their lectures to
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the US ... Some even communicate with Nobel laureates ... but the problem is that if
you don’t work by profession, you have nothing to offer. There is no adjacent training
to provide variability" (Daniil 20 M U-8).

Youth puts responsibility for the most of these social challenges on both the lack
of efficiency of state institutions and higher educational establishments, as well as on
themselves, because in their life strategies while choosing a profession, they pay
excessive attention to its prestige, while decent wages can be found in the working
specialties. "Job on many labor professions in Ukraine can also provide high wages,
but the youth focus on prestige” (Andriy 19 M U-7).

The inadequate quality of education, offered by the state and higher
educational establishments, the MGD participants hope to compensate by
completing various training courses and gaining practical experience. Some of
them stressed the importance of self-education: "I have a medical education, | have to
treat children. Education is very important to me. If | want, | will find a job with my
specialty. I cannot say that | am not satisfied with education. It's just that we have such
a system where you first have to study yourself, and not hope that someone will teach
you ... And it's like distance education, although in fact its full-time ..." (Ivanna 20 F
V-5). In order to improve the chances at the start of a career or its progress, young
people consider necessity of self-development: to communicate with experienced
professionals, to learn foreign languages. Self-presentation of best qualities on the
labor market, self-development, and self-reflection in the space of individual
knowledge, skills, and abilities is a strategy of many youth representatives of these age
cohorts for improving the career opportunities: "At the beginning of a career, the most
important thing is to present yourself well. That the leaders have realized that you are
a responsible person, that you have enough intelligence, and that you are sociable. It is
necessary to develop all the time. In order to increase your chances at the beginning of
a career, you need to think and understand: what | cannot do, what is that | do not
understand ... Start to understand this working field ..." (Alina 19 F U-6).

Despite the high importance of the social ties in Ukrainian society in seeking for

the desired job, the overwhelming majority of young people express confidence in their
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own strengths and opportunities: "Of course, it depends on which country we were
born and where we live. Because if we want to become the Facebook CEO, it would
be harder for us to do this than if we were born closer to their head office. This is
figuratively saying. However, | believe that if you want to become someone, then you
should move towards your goal and it depends only from you if you become what you
want to be..." (Volodya 20 M U-5).

The youth who participated in the MGD almost unanimously emphasized the
need to improve the process of vocational guidance in Ukraine for a better
understanding of its own interests and opportunities. According to their opinion,
vocational guidance work should be conducted, starting with junior grades, which will
allow a more conscious approach in choosing a profession after school. The beginning
of career counseling activities, which usually take place at 15-16 years of age, does not
leave enough time for deep self-knowledge and professional self-determination.
Because of this, a large number of young people are disappointed with their
professional choices. At the same time, improving the system of vocational guidance

is one of the mechanisms for improving the effective use of human capital.

ENVIRONMENT

The meaning of "'sustainable development' for the overwhelming number of
MGD participants is a hardly understandable concept. Only a small number of young
people expressed the view that sustainable development is an economic development
that takes into account environmental problems: "This is, above all, economic
development. Take the minimum amount of resources to save for generations to come.
The use of electric vehicles" (Angelina 18 F U-1). The concept of sustainable
development is also associated with the need to find alternative sources of energy for
natural resource-saving: "Sustainable development means confidence in the future. Our
Earth resources are being exhausted and we need to find alternative sources" (Katya
19 F U-1).

Youth puts responsibility for the environment on the government first of all: "As

a lawyer, | could say that our authorities should worry about this. Our city council
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should know and make every effort to ensure that our city is clean. The problem is that
the state does not fulfill all its duties" (Iryna 20 F U-6). MGD participants almost
unanimously agree that the Ukrainian government does not implement a policy aimed
at preserving the environment.

Internally displaced youth from the Donbas region noted that in conditions of
armed conflict, which pushes Ukraine to the periphery of world development, the
transition of the country to the stage of sustainable development is impossible: "We are
already a third world country because we have armed conflict. In such conditions, the
country cannot develop at all. The term "sustainable development" implies a stable and
gradual development of the country, taking into account ecological needs, but until we
overcome all these crises, we cannot have development at all ..." (Anastasiya 20 F U-
8).

During the MGD, young people expressed thoughts that transnational
corporations have to take responsibility for environmental problems: "The German
company built a car conductors plant in our country. It greatly affects our environment,
but our society agreed on this." (Nazariy 20 M U-7). National governments were
considered to be incapable to force corporations to adhere to environmentally
responsible behavior. As a rule, society perceives corporations as a source of additional
jobs.

The idea of corporate responsibility for environment is also transferred by young
people on the level of individual ethics of the factories and enterprises owners: "If you
are an entrepreneur, can’t you create the conditions for yourself, that you yourself
would be pleased to be on your job place, that you would be proud ... this is your plant!
This is my factory, 1 did it" (Alina 19 U-6). Social and environmental business projects
are mostly pragmatic considerations and are a means of advancement in politics:
"Philanthropy exists, but only for those people who want to break into politics"
(Nazariy 20 M U-7).

Young people, usually, divide environmental problems into global and national
ones. Among global issues, they are concerned with the destruction of the ozone layer

and the associated climate change, oceans, rivers and lakes pollution, planet
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overpopulation, too much consuming by people of unnecessary things. Among the
environmental problems in Ukraine: forest and trees cutting down, excessive garbage
amounts and lack of plants for its processing, water and air pollution, large amounts of
polyethylene in urban areas, littered forests, issues of nuclear fuel disposal,
consequences of radiation pollution of the Chernobyl Nuclear Power Plant, large
plants’ harmful for health emissions.

The inability to fully deal with the environmental protection problems creates a
negative attitude in the minds of Ukrainian young people towards their state, which
should take care of its citizen living conditions. Citizens, in their turn, are lack cultural
education to deal with these problems: “We should at least throw a cigarette butt in the
bin, but before we need to find that bin. This should be provided by the state. Moral
attitudes of people also matter" (Katya 19 F U-1).

The opinions of young people about the differences in attitude towards
nature in their and in previous generations have been divided. Some participants
believed that the modern generation is more environmentally conscious due to better
access to information and a deeper understanding of environmental problems. Usually,
the reason to support this point of view is the greater interest of modern generation to
environmental problems is associated with the deterioration of ecology in our time and
the urgent need to care for the environment in order to prevent the catastrophic
consequences for the lives of all people on the planet: "In previous generations the
ecological situation was not as critical as ours. It was not so actual for them. Now we
hear a lot about it from the media. There are people who are very concerned about this"
(Julia 17 F U-2). Young supporters of this point of view believe that in the USSR,
where their parents lived, the national strategy of industrialization dominated beyond
the natural consequences in the future. Instead, in their time on an international scale
environmentally safe technologies are actively developing in production.

Other MGD participants, on the contrary, advocated the idea that Ukrainian
youth is now less concerned about the ecological state of the country, because they are
aimed toward emigration abroad: "I think that the present generation is less concerned

about the environment since it is aimed at leaving the country. Why should he/she
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worry about what will happen in 20 years if he/she leaves tomorrow?" (Volodymyr 17
M U-5).

The spread of the global trend of individualization and behavioral patterns
oriented towards global consumption is contrasted by part of the youth with widespread
massive collective practices (often imposed by the state) regarding environmental
protection during the Soviet Union's time: "It seems to me that our generation is less
concerned about nature, because now is such a global trend of global consumption.
Nobody is interested in anything. Earlier, during the Soviet Union, the time of our
parents, some of cleaning Saturday were organized, everything was forcibly imposed,
now it will be very difficult to force ... We have few people now who are thinking about
ecology. The main thing is consuming, and these problems do not concern us much”
(Nastya 20 F U-8).

Another young respondent group expressed an opinion on the impossibility of
precise answer on the question: which generation has been more concerned about the
environment. On one hand, these issues are rising more often today and there are more
environmentally oriented organizations, but on the other hand, this is a natural
consequence of the increased modern generation consumption: "l want to say that one
cannot answer this question unequivocally ... They raise this issue more often trying to
find some alternative sources ... but on the other hand, people began to consume more.
Our mentality changed. If our parents were more or less thinking about cleanness
around, we do not do that" (Maria 18 F U-8).

In general, the participants of discussions see the indifferent attitude toward
environmental problems among their peers. Among the reasons for this were the
following assumptions: individualism and pragmatism of modern youth; education
peculiarities; the habit of not thinking about the far-away future. In the youth
consciousness there is an informal convention of professional activity and
responsibility division. The same applies for the environment protection, the problem
of which is being transferred to specially trained people: "A person may think that

he/she won’t be understood, and then will be condemnation, or, as I recently heard such
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opinion: why are cleaners exist if we clean. | have fumigated, and it's their job to clean
and they get salary for this" (Alina 17 F U-4).

Some young people see the main reason for the disinterest among their peers in
the environment protection in the national mentality, the consequences of scientific and
technological progress, traditional values decline and the formation of a person-
oriented primarily on the consuming (“person-consumer”,): "... In the past, somewhere
in pre-Christian times, in Kyiv, there was a cult of nature. People considered nature as
a deity and did not dare damage it. This problem arose somewhere in the XIX-XX
centuries when the progress began, the industrial era began" (Nikita 17 M U-4). The
national mentality main features that impede the formation of environmental behavior
is the lack of collective responsibility and long-range planning habits: "I think the
problem is that Ukrainians are not accustomed to thinking about tomorrow and take
responsibility for it ... If they throw out some rubbish on the street, then there is a
cleaner. They do not think that we have to start changing the future from ourselves.
Accordingly, problems with garbage, pollution ... Those people who litter think "they
will clean after me", and those who do not litter think "that’s not about me, I do not do
it and it will not touch me", although, in fact, it will touch” (Volodymyr 17 M U-5).

A certain restraining mechanism for the development of young people needs to
care about environment, is the feeling of its separation from those in power and
ordinary citizens, the lack of control on global environmental threats and dangers, and
life in conditions of high environmental risks. These intentions could be seen in the
participants’ opinions: "I am worried, | had seen an interview with an ecologist who
said that they knew about the environmental events dates, the heads of states know
about it, but do not want to disclose this information to the people. For them, it is also
not profitable. Everything is built on someone's benefit. They can have information,
and people like us will live our lives without knowing anything. They will not even
worry about it because we do not have all the information about the risks of gas
pollution and emissions. Accordingly, we know all about this, but nobody really
reveals the picture, so people have no reason to think about it. Everybody says "we live
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till we live... well, some kind of cataclysms will happen, but they always happened..."
That is how we live. That's scary" (Ivanna 20 F U-5).

The problem of environmental protection, according to young people, can not be
limited by the volitional efforts of individuals and requires a comprehensive approach,
in particular, systemic policy measures: "It seems to me that the greatest environmental
problem is that people worry about it only to the extent that it directly affects them. In
fact, in such cases, there must be collective responsibility. It's cool to sort the garbage,
take a walk, throw a cigarette in the bin, but in order to change something, you have to
involve someone else in it, change the policy in this area " (Maria 18 F U-5).

Young people's sense of collective irresponsibility for environmental protection
serves as a demotivating factor in connection to taking part in environmental activities:
"I know that there are a lot of young people of my age who would like to be engaged
in environmental protection. But then you just think about it: here | will clean, and then
somebody will litter here. I'll clean it again, then they litter again. It's just meaningless"
(Valeria 17 F U-4).

The small period of independent state-building, the immaturity of capitalist
relations are deterrent factors in pursuing an environmentally responsible policy.
Therefore, the environmental problems solving in their country respondents of the
MGD see in evolutionary development: "Speaking about our culture to deal with nature
... We are a young state ... to us the capitalism has come only recently, and if to
remember how it all happened in the USA, for example, there as well they came to it
not at once" (Daniil 20 M U-8).

As a reference point for Ukraine regarding the proliferation of environmentally
friendly technologies, young people have in mind Europe: "I believe that the most
important for Ukraine is the transition to clean, renewable energy sources that are now
gaining popularity in Europe" (Alexander 19 M U-5).

The impulse for the present generation to become more concerned about nature
can be the activities of independent communities that will exercise civil control:
"Certain independent groups can control this. They do not have to subordinate to

anyone. But | do not know how to create such a group” (Eduard 19 M U-3).
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In general, as for the approaches to methods of encouraging young people
to take care of the environment, the opinions of young people were divided. Some
hope to create a system of incentives on a voluntary basis, others - insist on coercive
measures.

The massive encouragement of young people to take an active part in the
environment, the participants of the discussion see as active promotion of this topic in
society, the transformation of behavior into fashion, a peculiar trend: "... Regarding the
mechanisms, it must be made that the transition to alternative resources has become a
trend. That we do not do so not because the authorities said so, but because we want it
and it's cool. For example, as Tesla did. By 2020, there are queues for their vehicles.
People do not buy because it is environmentally needed, but they buy because it's a
brand. If you have Tesla - you're a cool guy. Accordingly, we have to move in this type
of thinking" (Volodymyr 17 M U-5).

Education of responsibility for the environment from childhood, a sense of
inextricable unity of man and nature - an important method of forming the ecological
consciousness: "... In our area there is a forest before it was very dirty. It was terrible
to go there because of a bunch of rubbish. Since childhood, | personally have been
taught that even a small match is better to take with you and throw away at home. We
must think that you are part of the environment and you need to take care of it, and call
others to do the same" (Masha 17 F U-1).

Proponents of coercive measures do not consider voluntary incentives effective.
The authorities must take responsibility and actively implement the system of
prohibitions and penalties: "l believe that there is a problem in the system of
prohibitions, punishments, and warnings. People are aware of impunity for their
actions. Namely, if they litter, they understand that they won’t be punished" (Sergey
17 M U-4). Speaking about the effectiveness of stringent measures of environmental
protection, the youth have in mind the experience of other countries: "Or incentives, or
some kind of measures. As it is abroad. If someone is polluting the environment — it

has to be fined or corrective labor. Or some stimulus ... Unfortunately, | still did not
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elaborate what might be stimulus, so, it seems to me, most likely, to act in such way:

action - punishment... » (Inna 17 F U-4).

HEALTH

Young respondents showed unity in the definition of a healthy lifestyle, the
essence of which is to maintain physical, spiritual (mental) and social well-being,
which, in turn, are the main components of health: "Mental health also affects the
physical part. There are psychosomatic diseases. A healthy way of life is the ability to
keep oneself mind and body in tone" (Lilia 20 F U-3).

In order to keep a healthy condition, special emphasis was made on outdoor
walks, proper nutrition, physical education classes, and full sleep. Condemnation
among young respondents caused a tendency to adhere to the extremes in following
certain principles of a healthy lifestyle, for example, the manifestation of fanaticism in
sports and the creation of a healthy body cult. "There are people who go to fitness as a
job, limit themselves everyday pleasures such as normal meals. Their life turns into
total calories counting” (Olesya 18 F U-5). The majority of respondents do not
recognize moderate consumption of alcohol for mental relaxation as a deviation from
healthy lifestyle standards.

An idea to use competent information to protect themselves from mental stress
is widely spread among the MGD participants: "One of the most important aspects of
the health nowadays is the ability to filter the information that comes constantly from
everywhere from different sources " (Sergey 17 M U-4).

Respondents expressed many thoughts about the reasons for youth
suffering from mental problems. One of the most common causes is the excessive
hobby for social networks and computer games, that replace the active actions in real
life and live human communication: "Young people now do not understand sports,
walks. They have installed Instagram, video games. The phone is all their life" (Eduard
19 M U-3).

Social networks, advertisements, and mass media are the sources of strong stress

because through them the mass culture imposes certain standards of modern lifestyle.
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This forces young people actively compare themselves and their life with other people,
that often gives rise to frustration and a feeling of inferiority: "This illusory world
imposes on normal thinking people complexes. You think: "I do not have a pumped
press", something else is lacking, "he runs, | do not run, so I'm lazy." Just the problem
is that people do not perceive themselves, as they are ..” (Olesya 18 F U-5).
Dependence on public opinion, the need to obtain a high social status with an
appropriate level of consumption of material goods and services as an inherent norm
of modern life has a strong psychological pressure on youth, is a source of constant
stress and internal anxiety: "You need to think all the time about what others think
about you. Permanent anxiety and the inability to calm down for some time creates
pressure. People spend a lot of mental health on proving something to everyone through
expensive things "(Nazaryi 20 M U-7).

The extremely high rhythm of life in modern civilization, large amount of work
and race for career advancements mentally exhausts modern person: "We are trying to
achieve something beyond the scale, but in the end, we kill ourselves and our health
and our strength.” (Alina 17 F U-4). Another factor of mental illness, which is a by-
product of individualization - is the proliferation of loneliness in many people due to
less involvement in public life: "... the problem is that people are not involved in any
kind of social organizations, groups, i.e. they are separate, feel more alone, they get
mental disorders" (Nastya 20 F U-8).

Interviewed young IDPs from Donbas, focusing on their experience in the area
of armed confrontation, the main negative impact factor on their mental health
recognized the war.

Among other reasons that can cause mental disorders of young people are living
in dysfunctional families where parents abuse alcohol and drugs. Young people point
out the great importance of the support of close relatives and families for mental health.
Some participants noted that the formation of the mental health of the individual begins
in childhood: "Psychological research was conducted, which showed that people in

Japan are calmer. They have maternity leave in the first three months of pregnancy ...
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During the first three months of pregnancy the nervous system and the brains are being
born™ (Mariia 18 F U-2).

Popularization by the state of a healthy lifestyle is one of the leading methods
for involving young people. The creation of accessible sports facilities, the construction
of sports grounds, social advertisement on TV and introduction of compulsory
physical education classes in educational institutions can help young people to cope
with personal problems and to form new life goals.

According to young people, the investments by authorities and businesses in
domestic sport are important. Athletes with high professional achievements, prestige
and public recognition can be the reference group that would encourage young people
to lead a healthy lifestyle: "There are no significant investments from government and
business into sports, athletes barely survive ... We do not have any stars saying that
besides singing and dancing they lead a healthy lifestyle and eat in a correct way"
(Daniil 20 M U-8).

The love for a healthy lifestyle needs to be nurtured since childhood, respondents
say. Educational activities by state and public organizations should cover not only
children but also parents. The latter plays a positive role in shaping the positive attitude
of children to sports.

In general, public policy for the formation of a healthy generation should be
aimed at raising the population living standards. Some of the MGD respondents are
concerned with low living standard of a significant part of the youth, which creates
obstacles for maintaining of healthy diet by eco-friendly products as an integral part of
a healthy lifestyle: "A healthy lifestyle is being promoted in social media. But if we
take into account the social inequality, then this is not available for everyone. Of
course, you can follow some basic principles to be in a good shape, a reasonable diet,
but not all people can afford it. For example, healthy eco-friendly food that is good for
us, in the conditions of big cities is extremely expensive. While young people, who are
high school and university students, who have no work yet and live at the expense of
parents, or have small scholarships. They simply can not afford it" (Anastasia 20 F U-
8).
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Thoughts on raising tobacco and alcohol prices as a way to create a healthier
way of life have been divided. There is a big concern as for a double effect of such
measures: on the one hand, there is a restriction of access to tobacco and alcohol for a
certain part of the youth, on the other hand, this will stimulate the illegal sale of these

products and will push the search alternative harmful substances to use.

GOOD LIFE AND SPIRITUAL VALUES

The overwhelming majority of young respondents, presenting the content of
their dialogue with future children about "good life", were inclined to convey a certain
life experience, to teach a child to be independent and self-sufficient. A good life is
associated, first of all, with personal freedom, independence in judgments and actions,
purposefulness, authority, as well as getting high-quality education and interesting
high-paying work. Significant at the youth level are such factors, as wealthy family,
love, friends, physical and mental health, to live in harmony with yourself and people
around you.

Some respondents associated "good life" with religious life in the bosom of the
church. Particularly this was emphasized by young people from the Western Ukraine,
namely from rural areas, where traditional values have fairly well-established
positions: "l would involve a child to visit the church with family and encouraged to
do something good deals. We would read the Bible together" (Lyosha 17 M U-3).

Other participants of the MGDs disagreed with the idea of religious life as a good
life, protesting against forced involvement of children to the church and religious
education: "l do not want to baptize my child when he is born. | want this to be a
conscious choice. | even asked my mother: "why did you baptize me, what is the point
when the child is unconscious? Let it be a person's choice, let him be baptized when he
wants and in whatever religion. Early religious education | consider unacceptable. At
least, | will not impose it on my own children. This is not only unnecessary thing, but
already provides a certain vector of thoughts and development that will prevent the
children’s" life" (Olesya 18 F U-5).
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The views of the MGDs participants on the spirituality and religiosity of the
future generations were divided into three conditional groups. One group advocated
the idea that young people would become less spiritual and religious. The second group
believed that the level of religiosity and spirituality would not change in the future. The
third group of young people was inclined to believe that the spirituality and religiosity
of the youth will grow.

The arguments of the youth from the first group were different. One of them is
the low level of religiosity of parents who visit the church only on holidays or because
of the extraordinary life dramas: "Less spiritual. Now they go to church only on Easter
or when something unusual happens in life. Young people are now indifferent to the
religion" (Roman 20 M U-2). Based on the cultural experience of their parents and an
assessment of the attitude to the life of their peers, modern youth expresses pessimism
about religiosity and spirituality in the following generations: "They will take an
example from us. We also live according to the rule "it does not concern me" (Maria
18 F U-2).

Some MGD participants pointed out the spread of craving for material values,
focus on wealth and consumption as the main criteria for success in their generation:
"It seems to me that future generations will be less spiritual. Focus is on how you can
make money, and money is a material one. A person becomes more materialist, and
this is the opposite of spirituality” (Marina 20 F U-8).

Losing of values given by religion may lead to the vanishing of moral regulators
of behavior in everyday life: "I think the following generations will be less spiritual.
When you refuse religious guidelines, it's quite difficult to find your own. | mean, it is
difficult to find a moral person outside religion. And it’s cool when a person can
synthesize all the best from different religions. But often such people fall into moral
anarchy and begin to sow evil. And this person realizes, | will not get punishment,
because there is no God ... A person does not near responsibility either to himself or to
a higher being. And I think that we are going to this" (Olesya F 18 U-5).

Another reason for spreading the argument of less religiosity and spirituality in

the next generations is the association of the church with business: "Nowadays, religion
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is a business" (Natalia 20 F U-2). The negative information background concerning the
leading religions in the world, their reluctance, according to young respondents, to
adapt to the current conditions, discredits them and diminishes their role in the
formation of spiritual values: "The problem now is that in fact every religion in the
world strongly discredits itself. Scandals in the Orthodox Church, scandals in the
Catholic ... The same is Islam with its radicals. There is little spirituality in this ... The
religions themselves don’t do their best to make people believe in them. They repeat
every year the same and do not want to adapt to the modern world" (Daniil 20 M U-8).

Another association with religion is a special type of authority that, with the help
of mechanisms of manipulation, unites and controls large masses of people. But the
consequences of the disappearance of such authority are assessed in two ways. This is
the path to the disorganization of social life or further individualization of the human
person: "Now many people, especially young people, question the religion. Personally,
my opinion is that religion is a way of bringing people together and a way of
manipulating them. Religion was created to have control over people. And when there
will be no control, the space for manipulation will be smaller. On the one hand, it can
lead to chaos, and on the other hand, it may be a more pronounced cult of human
individuality" (Diana 19 F U-5).

The subjective opinion of some young respondents about the growth of atheists
in their generation was sometimes positively evaluated during MGD. This is very well
observed in the following two quotes, which are part of the youth dialogue on this
topic. One of the participants of the MGD explains decreasing in the number of
believers by the widespread scientific outlook in society: "... We have many atheists
with a scientific point of view on the issues of development and functioning of the
physical world" (Dmitro 18 M U-6). The other - develops this idea in the context of the
development of individual rights and freedoms characteristic for the present: "I do not
think this is bad. Earlier people thought: I will do something bad and God will punish
me. Stupid stereotype. Now people think in a different way, a person decides by himself
what is good, what is bad. And | will say that atheists are even more sincere people
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than believers because believers always do good deeds not because of their good
intentions, but only because they are afraid of God" (Alina 19 F U-6).

The arguments of respondents who believed that the level of religiosity and
spirituality would not change in the future were that about the constant reproduction of
certain types of thinking and actions in society and the existence of individual
preferences: "There will be always people who go to church” (Daryna 17 F U-2 ) Some
respondents believe that religiosity and spirituality can change a shape, but the essence
will remain unchanged: "Future generations will also search simple answers to
complex questions. For many, it is expressed in a desire to be engaged in a particular
religion. Everyone is inclined to this" (Solomia 19 F U-5).

The opinions of young MGD participants who thought that spirituality and
religiosity will grow in the future generations are based on their own experience of
active religious life: "I often visit the church and see many young people there" (Katya
19 F U-1). A certain role in shaping such thoughts plays the presence of a close circle
adhering to certain spiritual values: "I have very spiritual friends, spiritual in the
Bible..." (Eduard 19 M U-3).

Another argument of the part of youth about spiritual growth in future
generations is the possibility of free choice of values, reduction of stereotypes in
thinking and behavior. Here young people make difference between the period of
Ukraine's stay in the USSR and the time of independence: "Not everyone among the
youth understands the essence of spiritual development. Many think it's religion. A
person can go to church, but his thoughts could not be as pure as he represents them.
Stereotypes exceed ... Spiritual values will develop for one simple reason because
earlier these values were imposed in the Soviet Union, and now the person by himself
chooses what is a value for him" (Alina 19 F U-6).

Some respondents expressed the opinion that the future of religion is connected
with the prospects of scientific progress: "As science progresses, it can explain many
facts, but when science becomes powerless, religiosity may again be reborn™ (Yaroslav
19 M U-1). In general, the modern functioning of the institution of the church is

associated with young people with the formalization of religious practices, the fall of
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the authority of clerics, the loss of influence of religious norms and values on everyday
life.

Are spirituality and religiosity connected? Although the most of young
respondents admitted the existence of a close link between spirituality and religion,
some of them noted that "spirituality is a wider concept than religion" (Andriy 19 M
U-7) and "Religion is sometimes can be found without spirituality” (Solomiia 18 F U-
7). Those, who believe that spirituality has a direct connection with religiosity, religion,
and church, said that it is impossible to become a spiritual person without being
religious because religion is a guide that helps to move towards spirituality: "Religion
is a way of gaining spirituality ..." (Dmytro 17 M U-4). The existence of high moral
values among atheists is more an exception than a rule: "I believe that religion and
spirituality are tangent with each other, but atheists in most cases are unlikely to be
spiritual, only some of them can become highly moral™ (Nikita 17 M U-4). Religion is

evaluated as a mean of acquiring spirituality and life guidance: "... | believe that
religiosity is an auxiliary thing for spirituality. Many people really do not understand
what they need in this world and they are lost. The reason for the current confusion of
youth also is coming from religion. Nowadays everything is allowed, everything is
possible, and everything seems to be fine. But if a person does not have any guide,
some basic things, then this person feels devastated" (Olesya 18 F U-5).

Another position is that religion and spirituality are not always connected and it
is not necessarily to be a religious person in order to be spiritual: "The identification of
spirituality and religiosity is not right. 1 do not consider myself a religious person
completely, but | do not consider myself a worse person than a Christian who follows
all the commandments. | do not Kill, do not steal. My spirituality is that | believe in
myself, my friends, my parents, my surroundings. | want to help them. And | want to
develop myself - this is my spirituality” (Maria 18 F U-5).

Youth associate spiritual values with solidarity, kindness, altruism. In their
estimations, they sometimes oppose spirituality and progressive individualization of

their generation, the negative consequence of which becomes an increase of distrust
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between people, a decrease of sincerity and openness, readiness to go for self-sacrifice
for others, the spread of consumer values and the cult of profit.

There is also no unity in the thoughts of young people about possible
counselors in case of difficult life situations. It can be formally divided into
"individualists" and "collectivists".

The first group includes those who consider it necessary to solve their own
problems by themselves: "I try to talk to myself ... We must look for a problem and the
answer in ourselves. I split my reality and myself as a counselor. In situations where |
cannot find answers, | appeal to my parents” (Lilia 20 F U-3). The individualistic part
of the youth explains this strategy by the disappointment in life and people, including
close ones: "You have to look for hope in yourself. | support it because at some point
I was disappointed with many people, including my parents. Till a certain moment, |
believed that they were saints ... " (Diana 19 F U-5).

The style of upbringing plays a significant role in the choice of young people
concerning individualistic or collectivist orientation when the life problems appear: «I
grew up without a father. | used to decide everything on my own since childhood. There
were such situations when | asked my mother, and she answered: "Do not ask me, go
away." Once, we got into big troubles together with my friends, | called my mom, |
needed money. She replied: “you got into trouble, solve them yourself .. " (Sergiy 19
M U-6).

Different relax practices and creative self-expression help to relax
psychologically and to find ways to solve problems: "It is not necessary to tell someone
your problems to feel better. There are other ways to solve problems, for example,
drawing or running” (Angelina 18 F U-1). Individual solving life's contradictions can
be combined with an appeal to youth reference groups' opinions: "I try to solve
problems on my own. If it's difficult, | appeal to people with more experience in solving
issues. It’s important to know each other" (Ivan 17 M U-2). Sometimes, as a supporter,
young people prefer to see strangers with whom they do not have close emotional

connections: «You can tell neutral people something that you will not tell others.
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He/She should be a person who is, somehow, a role model for you" (Angelina 18 F U-
1).

Most of the young respondents believe that solving difficult life situations
requires involvement as your own forces as well as relatives and friends help. Besides
parents and friends, the widespread behavior among young people in difficult situations
is an appeal to God: "I turn to friends, to God and to parents of course” (Lyosha 17 M
U-3).

The young people's assessment of own knowledge, resources and others’
competence is one of the most important factors in choosing between the alternative of
trying to solve problems on their own or asking for help: "When | meet a difficult
situation, | think about whether I can handle it myself, whether | have all the
knowledge, resources and so on. If I cannot, then I think, whom | can ask for help. Who
knows and understands how to deal with this. Who can help me" (Ira 20 F U-6).

The young participants’ views on whether one can be prepared for possible
difficulties in life have been divided. So, a part of young people believes that it is
impossible to be prepared for potential losses and life difficulties. Among some IDPs
from the conflict area, this view is associated with high unpredictability of life events,
which can become a factor of mental disorders among even very stress-resistant people.
War comes to the first place among such factors: "Such difficulties as loss and suffering
- fall on you unpredictably. You can never foresee, at what point in your life or in the
lives of your loved ones this happens... | have a personal example. A friend of mine
has a very difficult situation. She came out of all difficulties with her head raised
proudly ... but when her son died during the war, she cannot now be among other
people, so, she is in a psychiatric clinic. How a person can be ready for this, 1 do not
understand" (Anastasia 20 F U-8).

Incentives for life, awareness of ones important for other people is a moral
endurance prerequisite to confront the complexity of life: "Close people’s loss or
serious illness is something almost impossible to be prepared for. It is necessary to
convey to a person or to yourself the main stimulus, for the sake of which you live.

You are the support for someone, just as someone is the support for you. And this is a
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very important stimulus to live and not to break: to understand that you can help
someone. Understanding that you are not alone can help psychologically to keep up”
(Maria 18 F U-5).

Other respondents were inclined to believe that it is possible to be prepared for
difficulties in life. Different tools can be used, among them is a perception of parents
and other people’s experience, appeal to God, spiritual hardening. It is important to
have something valuable and meaningful in life: "For someone — this is loved ones, for
someone - a profession, for others - there's a place, maybe a house, maybe a forest.
Something that would make you move forward despite the problems ... it makes you
feel easier. You understand that life is not so bad, that everything is good in reality and
you can deal with everything" (Sergiy 17 M U-4). Self-reflection, pragmatism, and
sober valuation of things are useful: "It's like: getting ready for the worst, but hoping
for the best. Just do not be so fascinated by what you are doing, or by some business
or a phenomenon. It is necessary to perceive and reflect on solving the problem more
pragmatically. And also be able to look for both pros and cons of situations ..."
(Rostislav 19 M U-5).

The person’s ability to go through complex challenges also depends on character
and upbringing. The independence formed in childhood substantially helps to cope
with life's difficulties: "If a person was always taken care of, then this person will not
learn how to solve problems. In my group there are girls who go to their parents all the
time. 1 come home once in half a year. I'm used to solving problems by myself. It all
depends on upbringing” (Maria 18F U-2).The parental style of upbringing, which
consists of the excessive protection of their children from everyday difficulties and
problems, is the reason for their worse adaptation to the conditions of adult life: "If
parents do everything they can for a child, child will not be ready for life" (Nastya 17
FU- 3).

Young respondents from Western Ukraine, based on their own experience,
suggested introducing into the school course such academic disciplines as "Ethics" and
"Christian Ethics", in which knowledge about the behavior options in specific life

situations could be given to children by means of concrete examples: "In my school
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there were two subjects - Ethics and Christian Ethics. We were taught how to behave

in different situations. Children should be taught, starting with such subjects ...
(Vladislav 20 M U-7).

CIVIL SOCIETY

Talking about public participation in the local community, respondents
mentioned, that the youth is mainly involved in the student self-governing bodies,
youth public organizations. Young people also take part in creative activities, cultural
and sports projects.

Leadership, according to young people, includes purposefulness, charisma,
responsibility, sociability, ability to organize, motivate and lead people, the ability to
implement an idea into result. Almost all respondents acknowledged that leadership is
not natural, but an acquired during the training, practice and experience qualities and
require constant, hard work on themselves. At the same time, leadership means also
responsible for the fate of other people and the only one, who is ready to take this
responsibility, can become a leader: "A leader is a person who is responsible for the
whole group” (Nastya 17 F U-3).

Among respondents there are those, who see themselves as leaders of their
communities in the future, but before it is necessary to acquire knowledge, skills, and
experience. Among the male respondents there are ambitions to become leaders in
business and help to develop their local community: "I would like to become a leader
to make people listen to me and follow me. Start my business and help to develop my
city" (Roman 20 M U-2). Other people expressed a desire to show leadership skills
while working for the state.

In addition to leadership in the social sphere, the leadership in private life was
mentioned. Some respondents expressed a desire to be leaders in their own families in
the future, to lead a family, to solve problems of close ones.

In general, thoughts about young generation leadership qualities were split into
two opposite positions. One group of respondents believes that young people are

currently quite active, taking part in many social events, proposing and implementing

their own initiatives. Especially the burst of civic activity became noticeable starting
with the revolutionary events in the Maidan and the beginning of military actions in
the East of Ukraine.

The second part of respondents is convinced that the young people majority feel
indifferent to the processes taking place in the society: "Youth has to be forced to attend
social events" (Roman 20 M U-2). Such diverse opinions are related to the respondents'
own experiences. Some had positive feedback from their peers, others experienced
passivity and reluctance to be engaged in social activities. At the same time,
respondents mentioned that the ones who first came out on the Maidan were students,
thus the youth showed the ability to unite themselves and actively demonstrate their
position. It is necessary that the problem must really seriously disturb young people
and the leaders were able to consolidate people around them on time, as it happened
during the Maidan: "... Young people came to the Maidan. Perhaps they had a leader
who gave them information” (Roman 20 M U-2).

Obstacles and challenges young people face when they are trying to convey
their ideas to those who are in power to make decisions are connected with different
reasons.

Respondents believe that authorities are afraid to perceive new ideas because
they do not understand them for different reasons and do not want to lose their
credibility: "Sometimes, new ideas can shake the people’s credibility" (Julia 17 F U-
2). Young people also face the negative attitude of older generation due to lack of
experience and knowledge.

Part of the surveyed respondents expressed their desire to realize themselves in
the political life of the country, but they do not see political forces and political leaders
who would inspire trust. The reproduction of the ruling groups in Ukraine on their own
social basis, nepotism, corruption are those system features of political life that
demotivate young people to make a political career: "A normal person will not survive
in this political environment. Even if you are an unbreakable fighter, you will not last
for long time. You will be betrayed or not be taken seriously" (Julia 17 F U-2).

Awareness of the lack of means and mechanisms of influence on socio-political life
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gives rise the disappointment in their own ability to change something in their own
country, apolitical mood among young people: "They feel that they are not able to
influence something. They do not even want to go for elections” (Julia 17 F U-2).

Reflecting on the ideas and suggestions for more involvement and influence of
young people into their lives’ changing decision-making process, young participants
consider it necessary to bring more close to common people the control levers of village
and city management, so that everyone would be able to influence socially important
events. It is needed to take steps to simplify the bureaucratic system that exists in the
state authorities and makes slow the implementation of innovative ideas and youth
participation in political life. The existing bureaucratic decision-making mechanisms
are outdated, they are time-consuming and sometimes cooperation between authorities
and young people is just impossible.

At the same time, respondents noted some positive social changes that allow
young people to be more involved in public life. In particular, young people can take
part in the program of the local administrations and councils "Public Budget", which
introduces the contest of various projects on the development of local infrastructure.
The city and regional councils, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine have youth councils
as advisory bodies aimed to facilitate the coordination of government activities on
issues related to the implementation of state policy in the youth field, to clarify the
youth policy goals and objectives, to involve young people in the decision-making
process concerning socio-economic, political and cultural life of the communities. But
the authorities have not elaborated satisfactory mechanisms for interaction with the
youth to take into account their decisions and proposals: "1 would like young people to
have more influence on the local and regional councils’ decisions. To make the
decision more align with us. It is also necessary to simplify bureaucratic procedures"
(Max 20 M U-7). Youth proposes to increase funding for youth programs and projects,
to optimize the cooperation with authorities through monthly meetings and public
protection of their own projects: "To conduct once a month a meeting with young
people where it would be possible to protect their projects” (Andriy 19 M U-7).
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According to respondents, the positive point is the growth of the number of civic
organizations that protect the rights of young people and have youth membership:
"There are many organizations, but the question of efficiency remains" (Yaroslav 19
M U-1). According to respondents, the authorities’ political will is needed, the proper
decisions (decrees, laws, etc.) that will allow young people not only to participate in
social and political life but also to be able to influence directly related to their present
and future life processes: "Young people should not have an impression that they speak
into nowhere and nobody needs this "(Maria 18 F U-2).

The motivation and desire of young people to participate in socio-political
processes also play an important role in solving the problems of attraction and
influence of youth on decisions concerning their life. According to the participants of
the discussion, their generation needs to be more persistent in defending their own
interests and rights, to express interest and be active in interactions with authorities and
peers. "It seems to me that if you want to achieve something, then you have to move
quickly toward your goal and then people around you will see that you really want to
achieve it. Only then people will help you" (Snizhana 17 F U-4).

The participants assess the role of educational institutions (schools, vocational
schools, colleges, universities) in shaping the socially active position of youth not
unequivocally. In some cases teachers are respectful and patient toward their students,
they listen to their ideas and points of view, encourage and engage them, give them
some freedom: “College teachers are trying to listen to us after classes ... We recently
collected blood for the Ukrainian army and warm clothes. The first and the last grades
had to come to the principle and express an opinion. We decided to write a poem for
the soldiers from each grade” (Nastya 17 F U-3). In others, teachers do not perceive
youth independence, do not want to hear new ideas and take into account the students’
interests: "We have problems in education. Teachers do not want to hear the students’
thoughts... This is the lack of tolerance" (Maria 18 F U-2). Such situation, according to
respondents, needs to be changed. Teachers and lecturers coming to work in

educational institutions should know and understand the importance of youth
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participation in decision-making process, encourage students to be active, independent,

thinking social groups.

PATRIOTISM

Patriotism, being one of the most important tools for building state identity, is
associated with young respondents with love for their country, the willingness to take
care of its prosperity, respect for national traditions, culture, and language through the
actions. Young people emphasized that patriotism is not a passive feeling. This feeling
mobilizes and unites people for active developments of their country, motivates to
study its national features.

Young respondents made a difference between constructive and destructive
forms of patriotism. The first is based on the feelings of love and pride toward your
country, aimed at its everyday benefit trough professional and civic activity: «I think
the true patriotism means that | am dedicated with love to my work every day. | am at
my workplace, | create something, and | know that my work will bring benefits to my
country." (Dmitro 17 M U-4). The second form involves feelings and actions that are
tangent or are close to fanaticism, nationalism, chauvinism, authoritarianism, nazism,
and hatred of other nations and peoples: "It is important to see the line between
patriotism and nazism and not to cross it, not being a patriot of own country and at the
same time to hate other countries and peoples” (Sergiy 17 M U-4).

In respondents’ assessments, there is awareness of contradictory sides of the
patriotism phenomenon. Usually, building of it comes from state propaganda (on
participants’ opinions this contradicts democratic requirements) and leads to scornful
attitude toward other ethnic groups and states. But on the other hand, patriotic values
unite people into a single political organization, preventing state disintegration: "On
one hand this is propaganda, but from the other, if not to do this, then people will glorify
other states, they will not feel themselves as unite and will simply disintegrate. Indeed,
somehow we need to revive our self-consciousness and our history, but in a reasonable
way, in order not to feel hatred toward other countries. At the same time we should
have self-pride" (Nikita 17 M U-4).
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In their responses, some of young people also include in the concept of
patriotism social relations based on the values and ideals of democracy: the freedom to
express their thoughts, tolerant and moderate approach to the civil rights of other
people. This category of young respondents strongly rejects the imposition of

patriotism values by the state: "... a person him/herself should realize a fact of
belonging to a certain nation and he/she will become a patriot this or that state. It should
not come from above, as a strict order. Because this is a crime, it's a dictatorship. If we
are talking about democracy, this simply should not happen™ (Dmitro 17 M U-4).

In addition, patriotism can have exclusively show off a character, deprived of
any activity, filled and expressed only in the national symbols demonstration,
criticisms and hatred toward other countries. According to young respondents, showing
off in patriotism, combined with coercive means of involving students in various
activities, is often common feature of educational measures in modern Ukrainian
schools: "There are also extremes in schools: or indifference, or demonstrative
patriotism. Everything is doing on “voluntarily-forcible” basis and this causes
rejection" (Maria 18 F U-2).

Discussing patriotism, youth sees the difference in concept "country", which is
filled with such semantic connotations (components) as culture, traditions, people, and
concept "state" - as "the apparatus of officials and politicians.” According to many
respondents, there is a commitment to their country, people, national traditions, faith
in the development and rise of Ukraine in the future, along with that a strong disregard

for the state apparatus, politicians, Ukrainian authorities: "... The concepts of the
country and the state should be divided. The country is a people, and the state is power.
If you ask: Are you a patriot? Yes, | am because | love my country. And, at the same
time, | hate the state. | can not quietly look at what government does to people,
resources, country” (Maria 18 F U-8).

Young respondents noted not a high level of patriotism among their peers. The
difficult economic conditions, the low efficiency of political power forms the aspiration

among many young people to realize themselves abroad: "Unfortunately, our country
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does not allow us to be patriots. Our youth are dreaming to go abroad and find work
there" (Katya 19 F U-1).

In Ukraine young people do not see any interest on them as specialists from
authorities: “Our state understands this, and does not want to do anything ... to make
money, to buy another new yacht is much better for them than to do something”
(Valeria 17 F U-4). The authorities do not demonstrate patriotic behavior and are not a
moral authority in the minds of young people. This creates not only a ground for
pessimistic attitudes toward the Ukrainian state development but also orients youth
solely on their own interests, besides the interests of their national community: "We
take an example from those who rule our state. | would say that they think only of
themselves, they do not think about the future of our country, our youth. They only
think about how to make money for themselves and leave the country. | believe that
there is no future in our country and it’s is very sad. For example, I would not like ever
leave the country for a different life, but unfortunately, I understand that everyone will
have to do it soon" (Nina 19 F U-8).

Some participants, in particular, IDPs from Donbas, expressed doubts about the
possibility to base patriotism on a nationwide Ukrainian identity. The Ukrainian
regions, in their opinion, are very heterogeneous in their history and socio-cultural
features. Patriotism in such conditions may exist based on a local, regional identity: "...
a young person in Ukraine may be a patriot, but a patriot either of a separate city or a
separate region ... Our country is such a patchwork culture, we have so many
differences. We speak different languages with various dialects in different parts. A
person can love his/her culture, but only a local one, but not a nationwide one"
(Anastasia 20 F U-8).

After 2014, due to Crimea annexation by Russia and military conflict in Donbas,
participants marked certain awakening of patriotic feelings. Youth maximalism and the
seeking justice motivated youth for military mobilization: "The Maidan slightly
overturned the nation's consciousness and made it clear that we could do something.
Of course, all this led to sad consequences but made us believe in ourselves. We see

that some men went to the front by volunteers, but before tried to escape from taking
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them to army service" (Roman 20 M U-2). More youth started to communicate in
Ukrainian, became more engaged in social activities and join in solving social
problems, and also to participate in various volunteer projects to assist Ukrainian armed
forces. Over time, this patriotic rise began to decrease gradually due to the lack of, my
opinion of some respondents, proper supply to the Ukrainian army by the state,
manipulative appeals to patriotic feelings and populism in the actions of those in power.
In assessments, made by the IDPs from the Donbas, special emphasis is made on the
responsibility of the domestic political class for the war in the East of Ukraine, which
is evaluated as a senseless and fratricidal one: "If we had really patriotic people and
government in our country, it would never happen this war, which doesn’t have any
sense” (Alina 19 F U-6).

Factors that motivate young people to participate in mobilization are the
feeling of patriotism, world-wide maximalism, social advertisement, a certain growth
of the army service prestige, as well as financial interest and privileges. Male
respondents expressed the idea of additional motivation for army service through the
possibility of combining it with education: "For example, after studies three hours a
day you should spend at the army polygon" (Andriy 19 M U-7).

Factors that demotivate to participate in mobilization: low professional and
moral authority of the political power representatives, perception of war as a tool of
enriching for authorities and big businesses, low professional prestige of army service,
lack of ideological understanding of war content, and also lack of worthy state
assistance and protection for those who returned from war: "This is a very complicated
issue. In our country, you can be very patriotic, but to return from the war without legs
and the state will not take care of you" (Angelina 18 F U-1). The demotivating factor
is the fear for their lives and leaves your family without a breadwinner, a negative
attitude of society: "Some people say that those who go to the war are stupid” (Maria
18 F U-2). According to the young people, those who are in power in Ukraine, unlike
the European countries, did not raise the prestige of military service to a sufficient level
to become it a reliable motivating factor: "Always, the service in the army was an
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honorary profession. The same thing is in Europe. And in Ukraine going to the army
you are going for real death” (Max 20 M U-7).

Some respondents emphasize the liberal democratic values, the predominance of
inalienable natural human rights over the duty to fight for their state: "We all stand for
democracy, liberalism, so why should the state tell me that | must go to fight for it...
The state, in fact, encroaches on my life" (Diana 19 F U-5). Respondents’ patriotism
perception does not necessarily involve participation in military mobilization. Not
everyone can be equally useful for his/her country at war because there are many
different spheres of public life where you can show your best qualities: "We live in a
free country. You can show patriotism in different ways: in science, in culture. There
are people who want to fight; there are those who do not want™ (Lilia 20 F U-3).

The attitude to the obligatory military service among the respondents is
ambiguous. Some of them supported an idea of general military training for all
citizens: "1 would like to talk about Israel. They are very strong in the military sphere.
All their men and women serve in the army. The military service allows the population
to be always ready and in a good shape" (Solomia 18 F U-7).

The other part supported an idea of an exclusively contract army, the personal
choice of a person to take part in military service. Some young respondents think it can
be equally useful for individuals, as well as for society in general. The contract army
will increase the efficiency of human capital use in various spheres of public life,
reduce the number of casualties during military service and combat operations. A
forced military service does not provide, in the opinion of supporters of a contract
army, necessary knowledge, and skills for effective use during a war: "It’s not a
problem for me to serve in the army, but I am not the one to be taught to march and run
for a year. It is better to recruit worthy professionals so that they can defend the
Motherland, than to take some untrained, totally different people into the army, to study
military things ... they take you into the army, send to the barracks and to the polygon
... Anyway you demobilize ... you will have your life, family, children. When the time

comes to defend the Motherland, you will not remember the knowledge that you have
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acquired in the army... The big number of ordinary guys who were called into the army
will die because of the skills’ lack” (Dmitro 18 M U-6 ).

At the same time, in case of a full-scale deployment of military operations on the
territory of the entire country, forced mobilization for a significant part of respondents
is recognized as a legitimate measure: "If they come here, then it will not be difficult
for me to take a weapon and protect the place where | was born™ (Dmitro 18 M U-7).

The majority of the respondents do not consider army service as prestigious:
"Army in Ukraine does not give anything. Now people go to the army if they have no
future, work. Why should | give one year and a half of my life to people who
themselves brought the country to such conditions?" (Vladislav 20 M U-7). Young
respondents often compared Ukraine with the military training effectiveness in Israel
and the United States: "The survey was conducted where young people talked about
military service. They were negative. They said that they would go if there was good
training, as in Israel or American army, so that it would be useful. You should not pill
potatoes, and then you have to fight. In addition, all this hazing ... The system, in
general, is outdated. If it was more modernized, then maybe the guys would go there"
(Nastya 20 M U-8).

Female respondents shared thoughts that the temporary service in the army is an
important stage in the preparation of men for adulthood, because they acquire such
qualities, as courage, discipline, responsibility, and readiness to protect their families
and women. These thoughts reflect the traditional gender perception of a certain part
of Ukrainian society on social roles distribution and personal features between men
and women.

The most effective help for the Armed Forces of Ukraine is, first of all,
providing material assistance, which includes medical support, food for soldiers,
technical assistance for warfare and survival in the war conditions. The importance of
moral support and proper psychological rehabilitation were also mentioned: "Moral
support is also important. Tours with concerts, children's drawings and letters..."

(Alyona 20 F U-1).
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Volunteering is an important contribution to the army's assistance, but it does
not exhaust the financial lack of problem and army material support: "The government
must make changes; we can’t support army only through volunteering” (Roman 20 M
U-2).

Only a small part of the young people who participated in the MGD was able to
recollect inspirational stories as good examples of voluntary military mobilization.
Plots of such stories are filled with the Ukrainian soldier's spirit of nobility, their
devotion to people, the duty awareness to protect Ukrainian land and readiness to give
life for the sake of the country's well-being: "I have an acquaintance. He is a ceramist
craft master of 40 years old. He served in the army, was a border guard, then he started
pottery, it was his profession. When hostilities began, he did not tell anyone that he
went to the army as a volunteer but said he was mobilized to the army. He told me that
it was important for him, he realized it was his duty because he is Ukrainian, a
Cossacks’ descendant and he couldn’t stay at home while his Ukraine was attacked...
This inspires me, he could just not go but he had deceived everyone saying he was
forced to go, but in fact a historical instinct worked out, that he must protect his country,
and he can not stay still and look at how they are taking the land. Opposition to
injustice..."(Irina 20 F U-6).

Another type of story inspirational for youth contains stories about the true
heroism of the Ukrainian soldiers, friendship and readiness to help each other on the
battlefield: "My elder friend told about a friend who carried out a seriously wounded
soldier on his shoulders from the battlefield. He carried him on his shoulders 2.5 km
through forest to the base, although he also was wounded. | heard this story inspired
many people” (Vasil 17 M U-3).

Most of the young respondents believe that the stories about real military actions
demonstrate the tragedy of war, the human life depreciation. It is rather a sobering

factor for those who seek to go to war as a volunteer and risk their lives.
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Crisis in the political and socio-economic life, war actions in the East of the
country complicate the far-reaching Ukrainian youth direction of life. In such
conditions great importance for young people has vocational education, which is
considered as an important resource for raising social status, professional knowledge
acquisition, space for new acquaintances and spiritual development, although the
system of education is being criticized for out of date knowledge, insufficient emphasis
on profile disciplines, lack of practice and differences between qualifications, skills
and labor market requirements. MGD respondents, despite the lack of quality of
education, limited number of vacancies, informal and non-transparent rules in the labor
market, look to the future with optimism, believing that plans implementation almost
completely depends on their own efforts. Young people associate life success with
material values: financial well-being, interesting and creative work, development of
abilities and self-realization, as well as spiritual values, among those family is the key
one, calm life, respect among people. A considerable value for Ukrainian youth is also
good health, especially physical, spiritual (mental) and social well-being. According to
MGD respondents, the causes of youth mental health suffering are the extremely high
rhythm of life of modern civilization, the career advancements race, certain standards
of modern life, required by the mass culture, and excessive seizure of social media and
computer games, replacing an active lifestyle and real human communication. State
and non-governmental organizations must participate in encouraging young people for
a healthy lifestyle. Such tools could be helpful in this task: social advertising on TV
and social networks, providing accessible sports clubs and activities, sports grounds
construction, government and business investments in national sports. Improving the
availability of a healthy diet and the commercial fitness clubs and sports attendance
depends on the comprehensive state policy of the raising of young people living
standards.

The most important qualities necessary for a good job obtaining young people
consider their own competence, practical experience and knowledge in their

professional field. High wages, creativity, and professional development, flexible
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schedule, democratic atmosphere, good team, company reliability are key factors in
choosing a job. According to respondents, any professional experience is useful for the
desired job, because it’s not only acquiring professional skills but also a certain life
experience.

To improve career chances or its progress, young people consider necessary to
study foreign languages in addition to basic education, attending additional training
sessions, communication with experienced professionals and practical experience.
Self-education and the ability to present best qualities in the labor market are also
strategies for career enhancement.

Improvement of vocational guidance by the state is one of the mechanisms of
improvement of the effective use of human capital, the opportunities for young people
to choice profession more consciously. Reformation of the education system by filling
the curricula with knowledge and practical skills in accordance with employers’
requirements would increase their chances of successful employment. Public
organizations should more actively involve Ukrainian youth in various internship
programs to improve their career opportunities, acquire additional professional
knowledge, skills and competences, intercultural communication and experience
exchange.

The low level of Ukrainian youth participation in environmental protection
measures is proof of its low social activity and weak involvement in the work of local
communities in general, despite youth-specific focus on environmental values and
concerns about global, national and local problems. Mistrust of social institutions,
organizations, social groups, and the young people's lack of awareness on the ways and
mechanisms of influence at socio-political life make them disappointed in their own
ability change things in their own country. According to MGD respondents, the state
should take responsibility for the poor environment in Ukraine. Public organizations
can help state leaders in shaping the younger generation ecological culture.

The rise of social activity, the awakening of national consciousness and the
patriotic feelings of youth occurred in connection with Crimea annexation by Russia

and military events in Donbas. Representatives of the youth cohort of the population
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more actively united in solving social problems, became participants in various
volunteer projects, including for the army assistance, participated in voluntary military
mobilization. Over time, civic activity and patriotic enthusiasm began gradually
diminish because of disappointment with the actions of the authorities and a low level
of trust in it. According to young people's opinion, authorities do not show examples
of genuine patriotic behavior and are not moral authority. This creates the ground for
the emigration thoughts and behavior, focused solely on their own interests.

Organizational and financial support by the state of the youth NGOs and
programs, effective informational activities of the youth organizations could facilitate
the involvement of young people into public life. Sociological surveys show low
awareness of youth about such activities. Although the MGD participants positively
evaluated the "Public Budget" program and the creation of youth councils in the city,
regional councils and in the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, authorities have not yet
developed satisfactory mechanisms for taking into account the ideas and proposals of
the youth. Another relevant task is to develop mechanisms for simplifying bureaucratic
procedures existing in governmental bodies, which slow down the implementation of
innovative ideas and young people's participation in socio-political life.

The results of the MGD showed that the patriotic self-identification of youth, its
rise depends mostly on external factors (Crimea annexation, the war in Donbas) than
from domestic policy. This raises the question of rethinking the model and means of
national-patriotic education by the state, in educational institutions, through mass
media, public organizations and other social institutions. Young people are mainly
negative toward paramilitary patriotism model through escalating the enemy's image
in propaganda activities. Perhaps a different model could have some potential - a civil
patriotism, characterized by love to the Motherland and its history, devotion to
domestic values and traditions, a commitment to the ideals and values of democracy,
an active civic standpoint. The success of the implementation of such a model is
possible in case of making more close to the ordinary people of the mechanisms of
power, which will allow harmonizing of significant interests of different society

groups, namely — young people, as well as taking into consideration the regional and
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socio-cultural heterogeneity of the state, and the formation of such an image of the
Ukrainian nation that would be attractive to people, living in different regions of

Ukraine.
